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MONITORING INFORMATION

In the period of presidential and parliamentary elections Yerevan Press Club conducted mon-
itoring of Armenian media coverage of election campaigns. 

PRESIDENTIAL ELECTIONS

The objective of monitoring the media coverage of presidential elections was producing
quantitative data through analysis of: 

- how freely and impartially the media of the country informed the voters about elections
and candidates; 

- to what extent the media-related legislation and the state structures contributed to the
mission of the media (primarily, public and state-owned ones) to ensure free, fair and trans-
parent elections; 

- specifying the extent to which the Armenian broadcast media during election campaign
ensured the compliance of Armenia with its international commitments (in particular, those to
the Council of Europe) with regard to election coverage; 

Monitoring covered the period of official election campaign of the first (21 January - 17
February, 2003) and second (26 February - 3 March, 2003) rounds, as well as ballot days and
preceding days (18-19 February - 4-5 March 2003) - i.e., when pre-election promotion was
prohibited by law.

In the first round research methodology included: 1) calculation of the volume (air
time/newspaper space, allocated by media to the presidency candidates to express attitudes,
opinions and judgments, as well as for narrations about them made by other individuals -
including pieces pertaining to editorial coverage, free and paid political advertising; 2) count
of the mentionings of candidates in a media outlet, with a specification of the contexts - pos-
itive, negative and neutral. 

During the first round the air and newspaper space of 27 media were the object of moni-
toring: 9 TV companies, 1 radio company and 17 newspapers, namely: 4 national TV compa-
nies - Public Television of Armenia, “Prometheus”, “ALM”, “Armenia”; 5 local TV companies -
“Kentron” and “Shant” (Yerevan), “Tsayg” and “Shirak” (Gyumri, Shirak region), “Interkap”
(Vanadzor, Lori region); 1 national radio company - Public Radio of Armenia; 14 national pub-
lications - “Hayastani Hanrapetutiun”, “Respublika Armenia”, “Hayastani Communist”,
“Ayzhm”, “Yerkir”, “Iravunk”, “Ayb-Feh”, “Novoye Vremya”,”Golos Armenii”, “Azg”, “Aravot”,
“Haikakan Zhamanak”, “Orran”, “Hayots Ashkhar”; 3 local publications - “Kumayri” (Gyumri),
“Loru Marz” (Lori region), “Syunyats Ashkhar” (Kapan, Syunik region)

This volume was studied in Armenia for the first time.

In the second round methodology underwent certain changes: the main object of the
research remained the same, however, it did not include political advertising this time. And if
the newspapers were studied, as during the first round, in full volume, as for broadcast media,
only main newscasts and weekly information analytical programs were considered.

In the second round monitoring covered 15 media: 5 TV companies - Public Television of
Armenia, “Prometheus”,  “Kentron”, “Shant”, “Tsayg”; 1 radio company - Public Radio of
Armenia and 9 newspapers - “Hayastani Hanrapetutiun”, “Respublika Armenia”, “Aravot”,
“Azg”, “Haikakan Zhamanak”, “Golos Armenii”, “Iravunk”, “Yerkir”, “Orran”.

MONITORING INFORMATION
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On February 18-19 and March 4-5, 2003 media were studied separately. On February 18-
19, monitoring covered all information and analytical programs of 9 TV, 1 radio channel and
17 newspapers in full; on March 4-5  - all information and analytical programs of 5 TV, 1 radio
channel and 7 newspapers in full. The monitoring was aimed at calculation of the volume (air
time/newspaper space), allocated to the presidency candidates to express attitudes, opinions
and judgments, as well as for narrations about them made by other individuals. Along with
this, the mentionings of candidates were counted, with a specification of the contexts - posi-
tive, negative and neutral. 

PARLIAMENTARY ELECTIONS

The objective of monitoring of media coverage of RA National Assembly elections was deter-
mining, through analysis of quantitative data received, the degree of objectivity in the media
coverage by broadcast media (primarily - public service broadcasters), as well as the interest
of the election race participants in the use of advertising potential of media.

The monitoring covered the period of official election campaign from April 21 to May 23,
2003 inclusive.

The methodology included: 1) calculation of the volume of editorial coverage of the par-
ties/party blocs, participating in the elections by proportional representation system, as well
as the number and the context of their mentionings in the newscasts and analytical programs
on TV and radio; 2) recording the composition of the participants in discussion TV programs;
3) calculating the volume of pre-election advertising of parties/party blocs in the electronic
media (from 18.00 to 01.00) and in print media in full.

Monitoring covered 18 media: 4 national TV channels - Public Television of Armenia,
“Prometheus”, “ALM”, “Armenia”; 3 local TV channels - “Kentron”  and “Shant” (Yerevan),
“Tsayg” (Gyumri); 1 national radio channel - Public Radio of Armenia; and 10 national news-
papers - “Hayastani Hanrapetutiun”, “Respublika Armenia”, “Aravot”, “Azg”, “Ayb-Feh”,
“Orran”, “Novoye Vremya”, “Golos Armenii”, “Haikakan Zhamanak”, “Hayots Ashkhar”.

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ARMENIA ON THE EVE OF ELECTIONS

Previous elections of RA President and National Assembly, that took place in March 1998 and
May 1999 respectively, allowed expecting positive changes in the internal political life of the
country.

In 1998, for the first time in the history of the Third Republic, a change of supreme power
occurred: a native of the Mountainous Karabagh and former head of MK, Robert Kocharyan
was elected President. And although the whole process was not that simple as regards its
compliance with the letter of the Constitution*, Armenia to a certain extent demonstrated will-
ingness for civilized patterns of conducting political struggle. 

The parliamentary elections of 1999 were marked by a political alliance of real force in the
person of then Defense Minister (after the elections - Prime Minister) Vazgen Sargsyan with
Karen Demirchyan, former (1974-1988) communist leader of the republic (after the elections
- Chairman of the National Assembly) and main rival of Kocharyan in 1998, enjoying great
popularity with the nation. The Republican and Popular Parties, presided by Sargsyan and
Demirchyan, formed “Unity” bloc. Having won the overwhelming majority in Parliament and
not allying with the opposition, the bloc nevertheless became a powerful counterbalance to
the presidential power. 

Despite the violations registered by the observers, the traditionally intensive usage of the
administrative resource by the authorities, in 1998-1999 a step ahead towards free, democrat-
ic elections could be traced. A chance for overcoming the social, political and economic stag-
nation of the previous 2-3 years finally emerged. The new leaders made a number of attempts
for establishing a dialogue, reaching the consensus among various political forces, greater
integration with the Armenian Diaspora, declared a war against corruption. As a result of the
political processes of these years, competing poles were formed within RA authorities, which
might serve as a basis for either a real democratic separation of power or for strengthening
of clanship, emergence of internal cataclysms. 

The August (1998) economic crisis in Russia, considerably reducing the flow of invest-
ments and material aid provided by the Armenians working and living in that country, largely
impacted the outcome of the confrontation between these two opposite tendencies. Under the
conditions in which the Armenian economy kept suffering from transportation blockades,
engendered by the conflicts in the South Caucasus, this factor could not but influence peo-
ple’s hopes for improving their lives, their attitude towards the authorities. However, the most
severe blow to the stability and progress of the country was the terrorist act in the National
Assembly on October 27, 1999, leaving the heads of Parliament, Cabinet of Ministers and 6
more representatives of legislative and executive power dead. 

This tragic event not only paralyzed the whole governing system in the country for sever-
al months, but also resulted in an atmosphere of mutual suspicions, feeling of insecurity and
frustration in the society. Its consequence was activation of political intrigues, clan confronta-
tion, menace of civil conflict, freezing of a number of economic programs, new wave of emi-
gration. Despite the fact that President and his entourage managed to restore the power ver-
tical and control in the country by mid-2000, the echoes of October 27 kept influencing the
political situation.  

In 2001, after three crisis years, revival of the country’s economy became evident.
According to a number of indicators, Armenia became one of the leaders among former
Soviet republics; the volume of investments increased. Intensive work on developing the cap-
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ital and a number of regions started. At the same time, the economic growth was accompa-
nied by the deepening of the gap between the rich and the poor, monopolization of most prof-
itable business branches. The majority of the population experienced little tangible improve-
ment of life conditions and preserved a critical attitude towards the authorities. Public opinion
most negatively reacted to the privatization by foreign companies of such significant econom-
ic entities as Yerevan Brandy Factory, “ArmenTel”, energy distribution networks, as well as to
Russia’s ownership of several industrial enterprises as a payment for the debt. 

Economic development has continued to slow down because of the suspended resolu-
tion of the Karabagh Conflict, the situation of “neither peace, nor war” with Azerbaijan and
absence of normal relations with Turkey. Despite the urgency of these problems, none of the
leading political forces proposed a clear program for their solution before the elections. A
number of observers are inclined to explain this circumstance by the lack of political legitima-
cy in the country and unwillingness of the parties and their leaders to take the responsibility
in complex issues. 

The absence of powerful players in the purely political field, the weakness of the parties
appeared to be intertwined with the process of strengthening the economic clans, their effec-
tive aspiration for power that was not supported by a clear vision of political goals and tasks
but instead was maintained with powerful electoral resources.

Armenia stepped into the parliamentary and presidential elections of 2003 with an incom-
plete trial over the criminals who organized the massacre in the National Assembly. The inves-
tigation has not tracked down the organizers of that act of terrorism up to present. At the same
time, unofficial versions concerning the orderers have become a hot topic of the election cam-
paign. The opposition accused President and his close entourage in the failure to provide
security to the Parliament and inaction as regards the disclosure of the crime. The suspicion
common for a part of the population to view President Kocharyan and former Minister of
National Security (currently Minister of Defense) Serge Sargsyan as the organizers of the act
of terrorism was actively exploited. It is this context that brought to the forefront in the oppo-
sition camp not the politicians of standing and experience but the son and the brother of the
assassinated leaders of “Unity”, Stepan Demirchyan and Aram Sargsyan. 

One more murder made the pre-election atmosphere still more acute. On December 28,
2002, the Chairman of the Council of RA Public TV and Radio Company, Tigran Naghdalian
was shot. His being well-known in the political and journalistic circles and affiliation with
President’s closest entourage generated multiple versions, widely used in the pre-election
presidential race. Before the elections, investigating bodies detained the perpetrators and,
according to their testimony, the orderer of the murder is Armen Sargsyan, brother of the
Prime Minister Vazgen Sargsyan, killed in 1999, and Aram Sargsyan, one of the opposition
leaders in 2003 campaigns. 

The political situation, aggravated in 1999, led to the weakening of the democratic ten-
dencies, suspension of the constructive dialogue between the authorities and the opposition,
pressure on media. The authorities, just as in 1998, again alienated themselves from the soci-
ety. And the opposition preferred slogans of “the criminal governing regime” type to the polit-
ical arguments and alternative programs.

As an important factor, promoting democratic reforms in Armenia, its accession to the
Council of Europe in January of 2001 was considered. Honoring of the commitments as
regards the country’s membership in this reputable international organization considerably
lagged behind the fixed schedule for the past two years preceding the elections. One of the
reasons was the contradiction of the drafts on a number of legislative amendments to the cur-
rent RA Constitution. Therefore, alongside the political will of the authorities and the society’s
willingness for reforms, constitutional amendments are also necessary. The referendum for
these amendments is scheduled for the same day as the parliamentary elections.

Ïðåäûäóùèå âûáîðû ïðåçèäåíòà è Íàöèîíàëüíîãî Ñîáðàíèÿ Ðåñïóáëèêè Àðìåíèÿ, ñîñòî-
ÿâøèåñÿ ñîîòâåòñòâåííî â ìàðòå 1998 è ìàå 1999, äàâàëè îñíîâàíèÿ ðàññ÷èòûâàòü íà ïî-
çèòèâíûå èçìåíåíèÿ âî âíóòðèïîëèòè÷åñêîé æèçíè ñòðàíû. 

Â 1998 âïåðâûå â èñòîðèè òðåòüåé ðåñïóáëèêè ïðîèçîøëà ñìåíà âåðõîâíîé âëàñòè, ïðå-
çèäåíòîì áûë èçáðàí âûõîäåö èç Íàãîðíîãî Êàðàáàõà è áûâøèé ãëàâà ÍÊ Ðîáåðò Êî÷à-
ðÿí. È õîòÿ âåñü ïðîöåññ íå áûë îäíîçíà÷íûì ñ òî÷êè çðåíèÿ ñîáëþäåíèÿ áóêâû Êîíñòè-
òóöèè*, Àðìåíèÿ â îïðåäåëåííîé ñòåïåíè ïðîäåìîíñòðèðîâàëà ãîòîâíîñòü ê öèâèëèçîâàí-
íûì ôîðìàì âåäåíèÿ ïîëèòè÷åñêîé áîðüáû. 

Ïàðëàìåíòñêèå âûáîðû-99 îçíàìåíîâàëèñü ïîëèòè÷åñêèì àëüÿíñîì ðåàëüíîé ñèëû â
ëèöå òîãäàøíåãî ìèíèñòðà îáîðîíû (ïîñëå âûáîðîâ - ïðåìüåð-ìèíèñòðà) Âàçãåíà Ñàðêèñÿ-
íà ñ Êàðåíîì Äåìèð÷ÿíîì, ïîëüçóþùèìñÿ îñîáîé ïîïóëÿðíîñòüþ â íàðîäå áûâøèì (1974-
1988) êîììóíèñòè÷åñêèì ëèäåðîì ðåñïóáëèêè (ïîñëå âûáîðîâ - ïðåäñåäàòåëåì Íàöèîíàëü-
íîãî Ñîáðàíèÿ) è ãëàâíûì êîíêóðåíòîì Êî÷àðÿíà â 1998. Âîçãëàâëÿåìûå Ñàðêèñÿíîì è Äå-
ìèð÷ÿíîì Ðåñïóáëèêàíñêàÿ è Íàðîäíàÿ ïàðòèè ñôîðìèðîâàëè áëîê “Åäèíñòâî”, êîòîðûé,
çàâîåâàâ ïîäàâëÿþùåå áîëüøèíñòâî â ïàðëàìåíòå è íå áóäó÷è â îïïîçèöèè, ñòàë ïðåäñòàâ-
ëÿòü òåì íå ìåíåå ìîùíûé ïðîòèâîâåñ ïðåçèäåíòñêîé âëàñòè. 

Íåñìîòðÿ íà çàôèêñèðîâàííûå íàáëþäàòåëÿìè íàðóøåíèÿ, òðàäèöèîííî èíòåíñèâíîå
èñïîëüçîâàíèå âëàñòÿìè àäìèíèñòðàòèâíîãî ðåñóðñà, â 1998-1999 áûë îòìå÷åí øàã âïåðåä
ê ñâîáîäíûì, äåìîêðàòè÷åñêèì âûáîðàì. Ïîÿâèëñÿ øàíñ íà ïðåîäîëåíèå ñîöèàëüíî-ïîëè-
òè÷åñêîé è ýêîíîìè÷åñêîé ñòàãíàöèè ïðåäøåñòâîâàâøèõ 2-3 ëåò. Íîâûå ëèäåðû ñäåëàëè
ðÿä ïîïûòîê äëÿ íàëàæèâàíèÿ äèàëîãà, äîñòèæåíèÿ êîíñåíñóñà ìåæäó ðàçëè÷íûìè ïîëè-
òè÷åñêèìè ñèëàìè, ñáëèæåíèÿ ñ àðìÿíñêîé äèàñïîðîé, äåêëàðèðîâàëè âîéíó ñ êîððóïöèåé.
Êàê ðåçóëüòàò ïîëèòè÷åñêèõ ïðîöåññîâ ýòèõ ëåò â ðóêîâîäñòâå ÐÀ ñôîðìèðîâàëèñü êîíêó-
ðèðóþùèå ïîëþñà, ÷òî ìîãëî ñòàòü îñíîâîé êàê ðåàëüíîãî äåìîêðàòè÷åñêîãî ðàçäåëåíèÿ
âëàñòåé, òàê è óêîðåíåíèÿ êëàíîâîñòè, âîçíèêíîâåíèÿ âíóòðåííèõ êàòàêëèçìîâ.

Íà èñõîä ïðîòèâîáîðñòâà äâóõ ðàçíîíàïðàâëåííûõ òåíäåíöèé çíà÷èòåëüíîå âëèÿíèå
îêàçàë àâãóñòîâñêèé (1998) ýêîíîìè÷åñêèé êðèçèñ â Ðîññèè, ñóùåñòâåííî ñîêðàòèâøèé èí-
âåñòèöèîííûå ïîòîêè è ìàòåðèàëüíóþ ïîìîùü, êîòîðûå ïîñòóïàëè îò àðìÿí, ïðîæèâàþùèõ
è ðàáîòàþùèõ â ýòîé ñòðàíå. Â óñëîâèÿõ, êîãäà ýêîíîìèêà Àðìåíèè ïðîäîëæàëà ñòðàäàòü
îò òðàíñïîðòíûõ áëîêàä, ñâÿçàííûõ ñ êîíôëèêòàìè íà Þæíîì Êàâêàçå, ýòîò ôàêòîð íå ìîã
íå îòðàçèòüñÿ íà íàäåæäàõ ëþäåé óëó÷øèòü ñâîþ æèçíü, íà èõ îòíîøåíèè ê âëàñòè. Îäíà-
êî íàèáîëåå ñèëüíûì óäàðîì ïî ñòàáèëüíîñòè è ïðîãðåññó ñòðàíû ñòàë òåððîðèñòè÷åñêèé
àêò â Íàöèîíàëüíîì Ñîáðàíèè 27 îêòÿáðÿ 1999, â ðåçóëüòàòå êîòîðîãî ïîãèáëè ãëàâû ïàð-
ëàìåíòà, êàáèíåòà ìèíèñòðîâ è åùå 6 ïðåäñòàâèòåëåé çàêîíîäàòåëüíîé è èñïîëíèòåëüíîé
âëàñòåé.

Ýòî òðàãè÷åñêîå ñîáûòèå íå òîëüêî ïàðàëèçîâàëî íà íåñêîëüêî ìåñÿöåâ âñþ óïðàâëåí-
÷åñêóþ ñèñòåìó â ñòðàíå, íî è ïðèâåëî ê ôîðìèðîâàíèþ â îáùåñòâå àòìîñôåðû âçàèìíûõ
ïîäîçðåíèé, ÷óâñòâà íåçàùèùåííîñòè è áåñïåðñïåêòèâíîñòè. Êàê ñëåäñòâèå - àêòèâèçàöèÿ
ïîëèòè÷åñêèõ èíòðèã, êëàíîâîãî ïðîòèâîñòîÿíèÿ, óãðîçà ãðàæäàíñêîãî êîíôëèêòà, çàìîðà-
æèâàíèå ðÿäà ýêîíîìè÷åñêèõ ïðîãðàìì, íîâàÿ âîëíà ýìèãðàöèè. Íåñìîòðÿ íà  òî, ÷òî ïðå-
çèäåíòó è åãî îêðóæåíèþ óäàëîñü âîññòàíîâèòü ê ñåðåäèíå 2000 âëàñòíóþ âåðòèêàëü è êîí-
òðîëü â ñòðàíå, îòçâóêè 27 îêòÿáðÿ ïðîäîëæàëè ñêàçûâàòüñÿ íà ïîëèòè÷åñêîé ñèòóàöèè. 

Â 2001 ïîñëå òðåõ êðèçèñíûõ ëåò íàìåòèëîñü îæèâëåíèå â ýêîíîìèêå ñòðàíû. Ïî ðÿ-
äó ïîêàçàòåëåé Àðìåíèÿ âûøëà â ÷èñëî ëèäåðîâ ñðåäè áûâøèõ ñîâåòñêèõ ðåñïóáëèê, óâå-
ëè÷èëñÿ îáúåì èíâåñòèöèé. Íà÷àëèñü èíòåíñèâíûå ðàáîòû ïî áëàãîóñòðîéñòâó ñòîëèöû è
ðÿäà ðåãèîíîâ. Âìåñòå ñ òåì, ýêîíîìè÷åñêèé ðîñò ñîïðîâîæäàëñÿ óãëóáëåíèåì ïðîïàñòè
ìåæäó áîãàòûìè è áåäíûìè, ìîíîïîëèçàöèåé íàèáîëåå ïðèáûëüíûõ îòðàñëåé áèçíåñà.
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* Â ÷àñòíîñòè, â ñâÿçè ñ ïðîòèâîðå÷èâîé èíòåðïðåòàöèåé öåíçà ãðàæäàíñòâà ðÿä ïîëèòèêîâ, ïðåäñòàâëÿþùèõ

ãëàâíûì îáðàçîì ïðåæíþþ âëàñòü, ïî íàñòîÿùåå âðåìÿ ñòàâèò ïîä ñîìíåíèå ïðàâî ïðåçèäåíòà Ðîáåðòà Êî÷à-

ðÿíà áàëëîòèðîâàòüñÿ íà âûñøèé ãîñóäàðñòâåííûé ïîñò.



Áîëüøèíñòâî íàñåëåíèÿ ïðàêòè÷åñêè íå îùóòèëî íà ñåáå óëó÷øåíèÿ êà÷åñòâà æèçíè è ñî-
õðàíèëî êðèòè÷åñêèé íàñòðîé ïî îòíîøåíèþ ê âëàñòè. Â îñíîâíîì íåãàòèâíî îòðåàãèðîâà-
ëî îáùåñòâåííîå ìíåíèå íà ïðèâàòèçàöèþ èíîñòðàííûìè êîìïàíèÿìè ñòîëü çíà÷èìûõ ýêî-
íîìè÷åñêèõ îáúåêòîâ, êàê Åðåâàíñêèé êîíüÿ÷íûé çàâîä, “ÀðìåíÒåë”, ðàñïðåäåëèòåëüíûå
ýíåðãîñåòè, à òàêæå íà ïåðåäà÷ó âçàìåí äîëãà â ñîáñòâåííîñòü Ðîññèè ðÿäà êðóïíûõ ïðî-
ìûøëåííûõ ïðåäïðèÿòèé.

Ýêîíîìè÷åñêîå ðàçâèòèå ïðîäîëæàëî ñäåðæèâàòüñÿ èç-çà íåóðåãóëèðîâàííîñòè êàðà-
áàõñêîãî êîíôëèêòà, ñîñòîÿíèÿ “íè ìèðà, íè âîéíû” ñ Àçåðáàéäæàíîì è îòñóòñòâèÿ íîð-
ìàëüíûõ îòíîøåíèé ñ Òóðöèåé. Íåñìîòðÿ íà àêòóàëüíîñòü ýòèõ ïðîáëåì, íè îäíà èç âåäó-
ùèõ ïîëèòè÷åñêèõ ñèë íå âûäâèíóëà ïåðåä âûáîðàìè ÷åòêîé ïðîãðàììû èõ ðåøåíèÿ. Ýòî
îáñòîÿòåëüñòâî ðÿä íàáëþäàòåëåé ñêëîíåí îáúÿñíÿòü äåôèöèòîì ïîëèòè÷åñêîé ëåãèòèìíî-
ñòè â ñòðàíå è íåæåëàíèåì ïàðòèé è èõ ëèäåðîâ áðàòü íà ñåáÿ îòâåòñòâåííîñòü â ñëîæíûõ
âîïðîñàõ.

Îòñóòñòâèå ñèëüíûõ èãðîêîâ íà ÷èñòî ïîëèòè÷åñêîì ïîëå, ñëàáîñòü ïàðòèé îêàçàëèñü
âçàèìîñâÿçàííûìè ñ ïðîöåññîì óñèëåíèÿ ýêîíîìè÷åñêèõ êëàíîâ, èõ ýôôåêòèâíûì ñòðåì-
ëåíèåì ê âëàñòè, êîòîðîå íå ïîäêðåïëÿëîñü ÿñíûì âèäåíèåì ïîëèòè÷åñêèõ öåëåé è çàäà÷,
çàòî îáåñïå÷èâàëîñü ìîùíûìè ýëåêòîðàëüíûìè ðåñóðñàìè.

Àðìåíèÿ ïîäîøëà ê ïàðëàìåíòñêèì è ïðåçèäåíòñêèì âûáîðàì 2003 ñ íåçàâåðøåííûì
ñóäåáíûì ïðîöåññîì íàä ïðåñòóïíèêàìè, óñòðîèâøèìè áîéíþ â Íàöèîíàëüíîì Ñîáðàíèè.
Ñëåäñòâèå òàê è íå âûøëî íà ñëåä îðãàíèçàòîðîâ òåðàêòà. Â òî æå âðåìÿ íåîôèöèàëüíûå
âåðñèè îòíîñèòåëüíî çàêàç÷èêîâ ñòàëè âàæíîé òåìîé èçáèðàòåëüíîé êàìïàíèè. Îïïîçèöèÿ
îáâèíÿëà ïðåçèäåíòà è åãî áëèæàéøåå îêðóæåíèå â íåîáåñïå÷åíèè áåçîïàñíîñòè ïàðëà-
ìåíòà è áåçäåéñòâèè â ðàñêðûòèè ïðåñòóïëåíèÿ. Àêòèâíî ýêñïëóàòèðîâàëîñü ðàñïðîñòðà-
íåííîå ó ÷àñòè íàñåëåíèÿ ïîäîçðåíèå â òîì, ÷òî èìåííî ïðåçèäåíò Ðîáåðò Êî÷àðÿí è áûâ-
øèé ìèíèñòð íàöèîíàëüíîé áåçîïàñíîñòè (íûíå ìèíèñòð îáîðîíû) Ñåðæ Ñàðêèñÿí ÿâëÿþò-
ñÿ îðãàíèçàòîðàìè òåðàêòà. Èìåííî ýòîò êîíòåêñò âûâåë íà ïåðâûå ðîëè â ëàãåðå îïïîçè-
öèè íå ïîëèòèêîâ ñî ñòàæåì è îïûòîì, à ñûíà è áðàòà óáèòûõ ëèäåðîâ “Åäèíñòâà” Ñòåïà-
íà Äåìèð÷ÿíà è Àðàìà Ñàðêèñÿíà.

Äîïîëíèòåëüíóþ îñòðîòó ïðåäâûáîðíîé àòìîñôåðå ïðèäàëî åùå îäíî óáèéñòâî. 28 äå-
êàáðÿ 2002 áûë çàñòðåëåí ïðåäñåäàòåëü Ñîâåòà Îáùåñòâåííîé òåëåðàäèîêîìïàíèè Òèãðàí
Íàãäàëÿí. Åãî øèðîêàÿ èçâåñòíîñòü â ïîëèòè÷åñêèõ è æóðíàëèñòñêèõ êðóãàõ, ïðèíàäëåæ-
íîñòü ê áëèæàéøåìó îêðóæåíèþ ïðåçèäåíòà îáóñëîâèëè ìíîæåñòâî âåðñèé, èíòåíñèâíî èñ-
ïîëüçîâàâøèõñÿ â ïðåäâûáîðíîé ïðåçèäåíòñêîé ãîíêå. Åùå äî âûáîðîâ ñëåäñòâåííûå îð-
ãàíû çàäåðæàëè èñïîëíèòåëåé è - ñîãëàñíî èõ ïîêàçàíèÿì - çàêàç÷èêà óáèéñòâà, Àðìåíà
Ñàðêèñÿíà, áðàòà óáèòîãî â 1999 ïðåìüåð-ìèíèñòðà Âàçãåíà è îäíîãî èç ëèäåðîâ îïïîçè-
öèè â êàìïàíèÿõ-2003 Àðàìà Ñàðêèñÿíîâ.

Îáîñòðèâøàÿñÿ â 1999 ïîëèòè÷åñêàÿ ñèòóàöèÿ ïðèâåëà ê îñëàáëåíèþ äåìîêðàòè÷åñêèõ
òåíäåíöèé, ïðåêðàùåíèþ êîíñòðóêòèâíîãî äèàëîãà ìåæäó âëàñòüþ è îïïîçèöèåé, äàâëåíèþ
íà ñðåäñòâà ìàññîâîé èíôîðìàöèè. Âëàñòü âíîâü, êàê è äî 1998, îòäàëèëàñü îò îáùåñòâà.
À îïïîçèöèÿ ïîëèòè÷åñêèì àðãóìåíòàì è àëüòåðíàòèâíûì ïðîãðàììàì âíîâü ïðåäïî÷ëà ëî-
çóíãè î “ïðåñòóïíîì ïðàâÿùåì ðåæèìå”. 

Â êà÷åñòâå âàæíîãî ôàêòîðà, ñïîñîáñòâóþùåãî äåìîêðàòè÷åñêèì ðåôîðìàì â Àðìå-
íèè, ðàññìàòðèâàëîñü åå ïðèíÿòèå â Ñîâåò Åâðîïû â ÿíâàðå 2001. Âûïîëíåíèå îáÿçà-
òåëüñòâ, ñâÿçàííûõ ñ ÷ëåíñòâîì ñòðàíû â ýòîé àâòîðèòåòíîé ìåæäóíàðîäíîé îðãàíèçàöèè,
çà ïðîøåäøèå äî ïðåçèäåíòñêèõ âûáîðîâ äâà ãîäà ñóùåñòâåííî îïàçäûâàëî îò óñòàíîâ-
ëåííîãî ãðàôèêà. Îäíîé èç ïðè÷èí áûëî ïðîòèâîðå÷èå ïðîåêòîâ ðÿäà çàêîíîäàòåëüíûõ èç-
ìåíåíèé äåéñòâóþùåé Êîíñòèòóöèè ÐÀ. Ïîýòîìó ïîìèìî ïîëèòè÷åñêîé âîëè âëàñòåé è ãî-
òîâíîñòè îáùåñòâà ê ðåôîðìàì íåîáõîäèìû êîíñòèòóöèîííûå ïîïðàâêè, ðåôåðåíäóì ïî
êîòîðûì íàìå÷åí íà òîò æå äåíü, ÷òî è ïàðëàìåíòñêèå âûáîðû.

ARMENIAN MEDIA PRIOR TO 2003 ELECTIONS  

The period between the presidential elections of 1998 and 2003 was marked by radical
changes on the market of mass communication. The number of electronic media, primarily TV
companies, sharply increased in the past five years. Only in Yerevan over a dozen TV chan-
nels broadcast, approximately the same number operates in the regions.

Radio companies failed to survive the competition on the market of political programs and
up-to-date information, so they focused on music and entertainment programs. 

The print media also encountered difficulties competing with television, and thus newspa-
per circulations continued to drop in the past few years: compared with early 1990s, the sale
of periodicals decreased approximately 10 times! The newspapers mostly target not the audi-
ence at large but a narrow layer of society, actively interested and directly participating in the
political life. This also determined the dominating subject matter of print media: inner political
problems, interparty and interclan relations. 

The development of TV market and the limited number of newspaper readers led to the
shift of advertising towards the broadcasters, and under the conditions of low circulation, the
main source of incomes for the press are political contributions - either from government, par-
ties or oligarchic clans (with the exception of scarce TV reviews and other publications of sole-
ly entertaining nature). The latter, in its turn, presupposes polarization of newspapers, their
division into hostile camps. 

The first months of Robert Kocharian’s presidency became a period of “tender” relations
of the authorities with democratic institutions, including the press. However, alongside the
increase of the struggle among various political groups for spheres of influence, the press was
becoming an object for criticism and pressure. In 1999, a number of litigations against “Oragir”
newspaper and its Editor led to closure of this publication. 

The act of terrorism in Parliament on October 27, 1999 and the aggravated political con-
frontation have provoked real information wars in Armenian media. Subsequent arrests of
journalists, whose names were mentioned in connection with the attack, the attempts of con-
flicting political groups to increase their influence on certain TV companies and newspapers
heated the atmosphere to such an extent that the journalists had to forget about the hopes for
development of freedom of speech and independent press. 

The situation was also controversial in the sphere of media legislation. On the one hand,
Armenia’s commitments to the Council of Europe presupposed adoption of the new progres-
sive legislation on media and transformation of state broadcasting into a public one. On the
other - the severe opposition of political elites preconditioned the intention of authorities to
establish stable control over the air and press. As a result, in October 2000, the Law “On
Television and Radio” was adopted that entitled the President of the country, alone and with-
out consideration of any opinion, to appoint bodies regulating broadcasters’ activity, and gen-
erally contradicted CE standards. In February 2002, the government approved the draft law
“On Mass Communication”, proposing media licensing and factually restoring the institution
of censorship,  thus meaning a step backwards compared with the law in force. 

And if, as an outcome of the protests by the journalistic community, the draft law “On
Mass Communication” was later thoroughly amended, still despite the broadcasters’ strike in
January 2001, the Law “On Television and Radio” did not undergo any significant amend-
ments and became a negative factor in the development of electronic media market.

Thus, the first broadcast competition, organized in early 2002 by the National
Commission on Television and Radio, which was created in accordance with the new law,
ended with the loss of license by “A1+”, the only TV channel of the capital that was free from
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the influence of authorities. The majority of the observers evaluated this fact in the context of
the coming elections and the unwillingness of pro-presidential forces to “share” the air with
the opposition. Negative reaction towards the lack of pluralism in Armenian TV broadcasting
by a number of international organizations, including representatives of OSCE, the Council of
Europe and European Union, did not change anything. 

The cases of violence and pressure against journalists, occurring more frequently in
2002, also produced a negative impact on media atmosphere on the eve of elections. On
December 28, 2002, for the first time in the history of post-Soviet Armenia, a journalist was
killed - Tigran Naghdalian, the Chairman of the Council of RA Public TV and Radio Company.
Whatever the motives of that murder, it was nevertheless provoked by the professional activ-
ity of Naghdalian. 

It is not by accident that according to the results of 2002, Armenia for the first time was ranked
by “Freedom House” international organization as a country having “not free media”. In previous
years, the country was placed under the category of countries with “partially free media”.

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SUMMARY OF RA PRESIDENTIAL CANDIDATES

On January 20, 2003 Central Electoral Commission of the Republic of Armenia announced the
results of the presidency candidate registration. 11 candidates were registered. 

9 candidates participated in the elections of February 19, 2003: the leader of Communist
party of Armenia Vladimir Darbinyan and the leader of “Republic” party Aram Sargsyan
announced the rejection of their nominations on February 8 and 9 respectively.

On February 25, CEC presented the final results of the voting. The votes for the RA pres-
idency candidates were distributed as follows:

1. Avagyan Ruben - 0.41%
2. Demirchyan Stepan - 28.22%
3. Geghamyan Artashes - 17.66%
4. Harutyunyan Aram - 0.09%
5. Karapetyan Aram - 2.95%
6. Kocharyan Robert - 49.48%
7. Margaryan Garnik - 0.06%
8. Manukyan Vazgen - 0.91%
9. Sargsyan Aram - 0.21 %

On February 25 at the session of RA CEC a decision was passed on holding the second
round of the RA President election on March 5, 2003 in which the leader of People’s party of
Armenia Stepan Demirchyan and the incumbent President Robert Kocharyan participated. 

On March 11 CEC presented the final results of the second round of RA presidential elec-
tions. The votes cast for RA presidency candidates were distributed as follows:

1. Demirchyan Stepan - 32.56%
2. Kocharyan Robert - 67.44%

AVAGYAN Ruben  

Nominated by “United Armenians” party

Ruben Avagyan was born on August 13, 1943 in Krasnodar Region, Russia. 
Having graduated with honors from the Military Commandment Technical School of

Kamishin as well as the one-year higher courses of Military Academy named after Dzerzhinski
in Moscow, in 1965-1972 he did his military service in Baykonur. 

Ruben Avagyan graduated also from the Electrotechnical Institute of Communications of
Tashkent and in 1981 defended a thesis getting a candidate degree in technical sciences. 

He subsequently graduated with honors from the Academy of the Ministry of Interior
Affairs and in 1991 defended his thesis in Moscow getting a doctor degree in USSR law. 

In 1973-2000 he served in the law and order system, except for the period of 1993-1995,
when he was employed by the RA Ministry of Defense. Since 1997 he has been the pro-rec-
tor of Yerevan branch of Moscow New Institute of Law. He delivers lectures on “Labour Law”,
“International Law”, “Criminal Law”, “Operative Investigation” and other subjects. In 2002 Mr.
Avagyan established and is heading “Mants” University in Yerevan. In August, 2000 Ruben
Avagyan was elected the chairman of the “United Armenians” party board. 
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PRE-ELECTION SLOGAN: “Genuinely social legal state and rule of law”

MAIN PROVISIONS OF PRE-ELECTION PROGRAM: 

In the sphere of interior policy - constitutional reforms, a clear distinction of the
President’s functions, decrease in the number of the National Assembly deputies, elimination
of the deputy immunity institution and provision for the structure of the deputy recall.

In the economic sphere - exercising state control over the primary branches of industry
(Armenian nuclear power plant, electricity network, communication, military industry complex,
etc.). Defense of the interests of domestic producers. 

In the sphere of foreign policy - complementary approach, international recognition of
the Armenian Genocide. 

DARBINYAN Vladimir

Nominated by the ‘’Communist Party of Armenia’’

Vladimir Darbinyan was born on April 10, 1931 in Achajur village, region of Ijevan. 
He has been a member of the CPA (Communist Party of Armenia) since 1954. 
In 1954 Vladimir Darbinyan graduated from Yerevan State University, History Department,

and in 1976 - Law Department. In 1954-1957 he was elected to the position of the first sec-
retary of Young Communist Union of Armenia in the region of Ijevan; in 1957-1963 was the
second, and afterwards the first secretary of the Central Committee of Young Communist
Union of Armenia. In 1963-1969 he was elected to the position of the first secretary of the
Hoktemberian regional committee of the CPA. 

In 1969-1975 he was appointed to the position of Interior Affairs Minister of Armenia, had
a military rank of Major-General. In 1975-1991 he was the Vice Minister of Justice of Soviet
Armenia; in 1991-1994 was the chairman of the RA Union of Lawyers. 

In 1998-August, 2002 he was appointed to the position of the general director of the
Sardarapat Memorial Complex. In 1995 and 1999 Mr. Darbinyan was elected a deputy of the
RA National Assembly by the party list of CPA; has been a member of the CPA faction, mem-
ber of the NA Standing Committee on Defense, National Security and Interior Affairs. Due to
his appointment as the general director of the Sardarapat Memorial Complex (26.08.99) Mr.
Darbinyan filed an early resignation of his deputy mandate. 

Since January 2000 Vladimir Darbinyan has been the first secretary of the Central
Committee of the CPA. 

MAIN PROVISIONS OF PRE-ELECTION PROGRAM: 

In the sphere of interior policy - establishment of multi-party democracy, transformation
from presidential republic to the parliamentary one having in the prospect  restoration of the
system of direct people’s rule through Councils (Soviets). 

In the sphere of foreign policy - Armenia’s active participation in the integration process-
es underway on the territory of former USSR up to its accession to the union ‘’Russia-
Belarus.’’

The basis of economic policy - economy based on combination of different types of
property with predominance of state property. Restoration of the right for state property in the
spheres of defense, chemical, electronic, machinery-building, heavy and other branches of
industry. The right of private property should be primarily implemented in the spheres of retail
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trade, public services and light industry. It is essential to put an end to the process of purchase
and sale of land.  

DEMIRCHYAN Stepan  

Nominated by People’s Party of Armenia

Stepan Demirchyan was born in 1959 in Yerevan. In 1981 he graduated from the
Electrotechnical department of Yerevan Polytechnic Institute. He holds a candidate degree in
technical sciences. Stepan Demirchyan started his career at the electrotechnical plant as a
foreman, later - senior foreman, then workshop superintendent’s assistant, workshop super-
intendent, deputy chief engineer of “ArmElectroMotor” plant. Since 1986 Stepan Demirchyan
worked as a chief engineer of the factory of programmed robotics (“Mars”). Since 1988 he
was the general director of “Mars” Plant. Currently he is the director of “Mars” closed joint
stock company. In 1999 he was elected acting chairman of the People’s Party of Armenia. In
2001, he was elected chairman of the party.       

PRE-ELECTION SLOGAN: “United People Will Win”

MAIN PROVISIONS OF PRE-ELECTION PROGRAM: 

In the sphere of interior policy - building civil society and legal state, development of
democracy, increase of the regulatory role of the state. The reform of the system of adminis-
trative-territorial government through achieving proximity of the citizen with power and
through election of all administrative-territorial  bodies. 

In the sphere of foreign policy - development of a comprehensive doctrine. Strategic
alliance with Russia as the main direction, foreseeing a closer and more effective coopera-
tion. Development and consolidation of integrating processes within the framework of CIS. 

In the sphere of economic policy - rejection of the dogmatic policy of denationalization
of state property directing it at the increase of effectiveness of economy, improvement of pop-
ulation’s living standards. Development of modern technical, scientific and export industries,
promotion of mental activity as priorities. 

GEGHAMYAN Artashes  

Nominated by “National Unity” party

Artashes Geghamyan was born on December 2, 1949, in Yerevan. In 1971 he graduated from
Yerevan Polytechnic Institute and was elected a full-time secretary of the Young Communist
Organization (Komsomol) of the faculty. In June-September 1972 he worked in the
Autonomous Republic of Karelia as the chief of a student construction detachment. In
October, 1972 he joined the Communist Party of the Soviet Union. In 1974-1976 he was elect-
ed to the position of first secretary of the Young Communist organization. In 1976-78 Artashes
Geghamyan was the head of the studying youth department of the Central Committee of the
Young Communist Union of Armenia. In 1979-1986 he worked in the apparatus of the Central
Committee of the Communist Party of Armenia (instructor, head of the sector, inspector, assis-
tant of the first secretary of the Central Committee, the first assistant of the head of the party
organization department). In 1987-1989 Mr. Geghamyan was elected and worked as the first
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secretary of the Communist Party Committee of Mashtots district in Yerevan. In 1988-90
Artashes Geghamyan was the listener of the Academy of Social Sciences (Moscow). In 1989-
1990 he was elected to the position of Yerevan Mayor. In June 1990 he terminated his mem-
bership of the Communist Party. In 1991-1995 he was the general director of the
“Prometheus” Armenian universal exchange and later - of “21st Century” Ltd. In 1995-1999
he was elected deputy of the RA National Assembly. Since 1999 he is the head of the “Right
and Unity” deputy group of the RA National Assembly. In April 1997 Artashes Geghamyan
established the “National Unity” party, at the first congress of which was elected the chairman
of the party. In February 1998, at an extraordinary congress of the “National Unity” party the
candidacy of Artashes Geghamyan was proposed as a RA presidency candidate. 

PRE-ELECTION SLOGAN: “Let us save the Homeland together on February 19”

MAIN PROVISIONS OF PRE-ELECTION PROGRAM: 

General provisions are presented in the first part of the election campaign - “Ideology and
Policy of Overcoming the General Crisis” - further on, the details of the program are stated in
corresponding sections.

The section “Basic Directions of Interior Policy” is devoted to Geghamyan’s  programs
in the spheres of anticorruption policy, economic, social sphere, education, science and cul-
ture, health care, international relations, activities conducted with the young.

In the economic sphere - an entirely new need for the transformation to the goal and pro-
gram-oriented macroeconomic policy has matured in Armenia. In the sphere of taxation, he
gives priority to lessening of the tax burden, which will contribute to economic growth. It is
essential to create such tax legislation, which will promote investments, will formulate tax priv-
ileges and will create guarantees for the stability of big investments preserving the priority of
local investors. 

In the sphere of foreign policy - prevention of the emergence of potential hotbeds of ten-
sion and conflicts in the regions adjacent to Armenia, and contribution to the elimination of
already existing ones, the creation of a friendly zone along Armenian borders. The primary
pivots of stability of the entire Caucasian region should be Russia, Armenia, Azerbaijan and
Georgia. Other interested countries may be involved in the process of effective peaceful res-
olution of controversial issues in the Caucasus without however trying to impose their will. 

HARUTYUNYAN Aram 

Nominated by “National Accord” party

Aram Harutyunyan was born on February 18, 1958 in Artashat. In 1975, having graduated
from school with honors, he entered the department of mechanics and mathematics at
Yerevan State University and graduated from it with honors in 1980, entering the graduate
school of YSU, from where he was assigned for study at the Moscow State University named
after Lomonosov. In 1983 Mr. Harutyunyan completed his graduate studies. Since 1984 he has
been a professor of YSU, has numerous publications. In 1991-99 Mr. Harutyunian was a mem-
ber of NSDU (“National Self-Determination” Union). In 1996-1999 Aram Harutyunyan was the
speaker of NSDU Parliament. In 1998-1999 Mr. Harutyunyan was a member of the commis-
sion at the RA President in charge of developing amendments to Constitution. In April 2000
with a group of associates he established “National Accord” party, chaired by him up to day. 
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MAIN PROVISIONS OF PRE-ELECTION PROGRAM: 

Taking as a basis the national accord of the society, the primary democratic value, to con-
tribute to the processes of social cooperation.

In the sphere of economic policy - liberal conservative ideology. Strengthening regula-
tory role of the state, which will soften the negative consequences of tax policy and will con-
tribute to the active demonstration of the private sector. An important role is attributed to anti-
monopolistic policy. 

In the sphere of foreign policy - flexible and multilateral course which includes consoli-
dation through political dialogue of the relations with all, and first of all neighboring countries,
fruitful participation in regional processes, mutually profitable cooperation within the frame-
work of international organizations.

In the effective resolution of the Karabagh issue - participation of the Artsakh side.

KARAPETYAN Aram 

Nominated on civil initiative, the supporting political power is “Constitutional Right” Union

Aram Karapetyan was born on February 1, 1964 in Yerevan. In 1985 he graduated from the
department of technical cybernetics of Yerevan Polytechnic Institute. In 1986-1988 studied at
Moscow Institute of Radiophysics and Electronics of the USSR Academy of Sciences. In 1990
got a degree of exact science candidate. He worked at the Institute of Radiophysics and
Electronics of the Armenian Academy of Sciences as a researcher, later - as a senior
researcher. In 1992-1996 he was actively engaged in establishing “Foundation of Russian-
Armenian Collaboration”. In 1996-1999 Mr. Karapetian made doctoral studies at Social and
Political Research Institute of Russian Academy of Sciences and having defended his doctor-
al thesis in 1999 got the degree of doctor of political sciences. After that he worked in the State
Duma of Russia, in the Council of National Security of the State Duma, the Russian Federal
Council. He was the head of the Council of National Security in the Southern Direction of the
RF State Duma. In 2002 Aram Karapetyan founded “Perspective” center of strategic initiatives. 

PRE-ELECTION SLOGAN: “New times are coming”

MAIN PROVISIONS OF PRE-ELECTION PROGRAM: 

In the sphere of foreign policy - Armenia’s relations with its immediate neighbors, as well
as with Russia and USA, the problems of Mountainous Karabagh Republic, the relations with
the Diaspora. 

In the field of interior policy - re-registration of parties was proposed, the entrance to par-
liament only through the system of proportional representation, elimination of regional admin-
istrative bodies and restoration of previous district administrative division, fighting corruption. 

In the sphere of economic policy - a) announcement of financial amnesty, b) tax-free
activity of industries in the process of construction for 10 years, and those undergoing recon-
struction for the period from 3 to 5 years, c) development of 7 “locomotive” fields of economy.
For the realization of all of this he foresees establishment of the center of economic develop-
ment within the President’s office, the primary goal of which must be development of econom-
ic strategic programs for the period of 5, 10, 20 years. 
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KOCHARYAN Robert 

Nominated on civil initiative and supported by a number of political parties and unions
(Republican Party of Armenia, Armenian Revolutionary Federation “Dashnaktsutiun”, “Orinats
Yerkir’’ party, Ramkavar-Azatakan). 

Robert Kocharyan was born on August 31, 1954. He graduated from a secondary school in
Stepanakert. In 1972-1974 he did his military service in the Soviet Army. In 1982 he graduat-
ed with honors from the Electrotechnics Department of Yerevan Polytechnic Institute. Since
1980 he was holding various positions in the Young Communist and Communist structures of
Mountainous Karabagh. In 1989 and 1990 he was elected a deputy to the Supreme Council
of Armenia, was a member of the Supreme Council Presidium. In 1991 he was elected the
deputy of MKR Supreme Council of the first convocation. In August 1992 Robert Kocharian
took the position of the Chairman of the State Committee for Defense of the Mountainous
Karabagh Republic. After the adoption of presidency as a state administration system in MKR,
on December 24, 1994, by the decision of the MKR Supreme Council, and in November 1996
by general ballot, Robert Kocharyan was elected the first President of the Mountainous
Karabagh Republic. 

In March 1997 Robert Kocharian was appointed the Prime Minister of Republic of
Armenia. On March 30, 1988 Robert Kocharyan was elected President of Republic of
Armenia. 

PRE-ELECTION SLOGAN: “Let’s work together”

MAIN PROVISIONS OF PRE-ELECTION PROGRAM: 

In the sphere of interior policy - to complete constitutional reforms and lay foundation for
a legitimate state. To ensure transparency of government bodies activity. Enlargement of the
functions of local self-government bodies.

In the sphere of foreign policy - Armenia’s building its foreign relations on the basis of
partnership and complementary approach. The goal of Armenian foreign policy - ensuring the
security of our country and the people, guarantee of economic prosperity, contribution to the
strengthening of stability and peace in the region.  

The Karabagh issue - keeping to the principle of peaceful resolution of the Mountainous
Karabagh conflict, through negotiations to achieve international recognition of the political,
legal and historical right of Mountainous Karabagh people for self-determination, ensuring its
security and its constant geographical connection with the Homeland. 

Economic policy - maintaining high GDP growth rates (8-12% annually), ensuring finan-
cial stability, achieving more efficiency in tax policy, support of the small and middle-size busi-
ness. In this field, the program has separately addressed the problems of all the main branch-
es (industry, agriculture, infrastructures, budget and tax policy etc.). 
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MANUKYAN Vazgen 

Nominated by “National-Democratic Union” party

Vazgen Manukyan was born in 1946. He graduated from Yerevan State University, a candi-
date of exact sciences. He started the political activities since his years at the University as a
student. Having organized a rally in Moscow in front of the Embassy of Turkey on April 24,
1967, he had to leave the Moscow University and return to Yerevan. Till 1988 he was a mem-
ber and founder of various political organizations. Since February 1988 - member of
“Karabagh” committee, since June 1988 - a coordinator of “Karabagh” committee. On
December 10, 1988 together with other members of “Karabagh” committee he was arrested
and spent 6 months in “Matrosskaya Tishina” prison in Moscow. Vazgen Manukyan was the
first Chairman of the Board of Armenian National Movement. In May 1990 he was elected a
deputy to the Supreme Council of Armenia, on August 13, 1990, he was appointed by the
Supreme Council to be the Chairman of the Ministers’ Council of the Republic of Armenia. He
resigned on September 26, 1991. Having quit the ANM, in 1991 Vazgen Manukyan initiated
the establishment of National Democratic Union (NDU) party. In September 1992 he was
appointed to the position of the RA State Minister, subsequently - was the acting Defense
Minister of Armenia, at the same time heading the military industry of Armenia. In August 1993
Vazgen Manukyan was dismissed from the position of the Defense Minister. In 1995 he was
elected a deputy to the National Assembly. In 1998 during the early presidential election he
was running for presidency from the NDU. In 1999 after NA elections he became the head of
NDU faction at the RA National Assembly. Today he is the chairman of NDU, RA National
Assembly deputy, head of a center of strategic research. 

PRE-ELECTION SLOGAN: “Let’s take the risk of becoming the rulers of the country and it
will have a future”

MAIN PROVISIONS OF PRE-ELECTION PROGRAM: 

In the sphere of interior policy - to consistently realize structural changes and, in the
two years’ period, to adopt through referendum a new constitution which will qualitatively alter
the system of governance: will ensure the principles of division and balancing of the legisla-
tive, executive and judicial powers, responsible, effective and controllable activity of the exec-
utive power, protection of human rights, creation of independent courts governed by the rule
of law. To put to public vote constitutional draft law on the parliamentary form of government.

In the sphere of foreign policy - through political negotiations, to achieve recognition of
independent status for the Mountainous Karabagh preventing possible attempts at restarting
military operations. Maintaining peaceful relations with the neighbors, to actively participate in
international cooperation. 

In the economic sphere - Armenia should be made an industrial country again giving
preference to most developed technological branches, to ensure most rational use of natural
resources. To introduce simplified tax system. To struggle against shadow economy. To
ensure equal and fair conditions for competition. 
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MARGARYAN Garnik 

Nominated by “Socialist Armenia” union

He was born in 1945. Having graduated from a secondary school in Yerevan, he did his mili-
tary service in the USSR army, after which he continued his studies at the Supreme College
for Frontier Troops. Afterwards he was admitted to the academy of the USSR interior Affairs
Ministry, from which he graduated in 1982, having received higher legal education. Colonel of
National Security Service and Interior Affairs, Garnik Margaryan for the services to the coun-
try has repeatedly been awarded by the state. He has an order “For personal courage”. In
January 1993 he was dismissed from the position of the head of Main Department of the RA
Interior Ministry. In 1995, on the eve of elections for his unbending and uncompromising atti-
tude was illegally arrested, however due to the absence of corpus delicti, the proceedings
against him were stopped. He is the vice-president of the party ‘’Homeland and Honor’’ and
he is also a member of the city council of the union ‘’Socialist Armenia.’’

PRE-ELECTION SLOGAN: “There are a lot of parties but Homeland is one”

MAIN PROVISIONS OF PRE-ELECTION PROGRAM: 

In the sphere of interior policy - prevention of the atmosphere of internal discord and
enmity in the country.

In the sphere of foreign policy - establishment of real partner relations with Russia.
Through active Caucasian policy, reaching leading positions in the processes of regional inte-
gration. 

In the relations with the Diaspora - adoption of dual citizenship as a priority. 

SARGSYAN Aram G. 

Nominated by the Democratic Party of Armenia

Aram Sargsyan was born in 1949, in Yerevan. In 1972 he graduated from the Institute of
Russian and Foreign Languages named after Brusov. In 1972-1974 he continued his studies in
Moscow, receiving also professional journalistic education. In 1974 he worked as a correspon-
dent of “Komsomolskaya Pravda” daily in Moscow. In 1976 he was invited to work as a head of
department of the Central Committee of Union of Young Communists of Armenia, and in 1978
he was appointed to the position of instructor at the party organization department of the Central
Committee of CPA. In 1979 he resumed professional activities and for about 10 years was cor-
respondent of “Komsomolskaya Pravda” newspaper in Armenia and since 1989 - correspondent
of “Pravda” daily in Armenia. In November 1990 he was elected secretary of the Central
Committee of CPA, and in June, 1991- the First Secretary. Chairman of the Democratic Party of
Armenia since its establishment in September 1991. Since May 1, 1998 he was the Foreign
Policy Councilor of the RA President. In June 1999 he resigned from this position. 

MAIN PROVISIONS OF PRE-ELECTION PROGRAM: 

In the sphere of foreign policy - development of Armenian-Russian relations on the prin-
ciple of military and strategic cooperation. Struggle against Armenia’s membership in NATO,
against its dangerous advance further into the east and involvement of South Caucasus coun-
tries in NATO, as well as against its attempts at ousting Russia from the region.
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The Mountainous Karabagh issue is an integral part of “Hay Dat.” To struggle for inter-
national recognition of Artsakh’s independence, and in the prospect - also for the unification
of Artsakh and Armenia. 

In the sphere of economic policy - equality of all the types of property (state, coopera-
tive and private). Land, as state property, should remain national property, and be rented to
the local self-government bodies.

SARGSYAN Aram Z. 

Nominated by “Republic” party

Sargsyan Aram Z. was born in 1961 in Ararat village. In 1980 he graduated from the Yerevan
Fine Arts College. In 1980-1982 he did my military service in the air defense troops of the
Soviet Army. In 1989 he graduated from the department of architecture and construction of
Yerevan Polytechnic Institute, majoring in construction engineering. In 1989-1993 he worked
for “AraratArtShin” trust as a foreman, head of laboratory, deputy chief engineer and chief engi-
neer. Along with this, he lectured at the industrial technology school of Ararat. In 1993, upon
the commissioning of the new technological line in Ararat cement plant, he started to work at
“Araratcement” enterprise as an assistant to the general director. During the subsequent years
he assumed the positions of deputy general director, administrative director, director for new
technology line and of general director in 1998. From November 1999 till May 2000 he held the
position of RA Prime Minister. In May 2000 he was re-appointed to the position of general direc-
tor of “Araratcement” SCJSC. In 2002 he resigned. In 1999-2001 he was a member of the RPA
(Republican Party of Armenia). In March 2001 he founded “Republic” party.

GENERAL CONCLUSIONS

1. Although the methodology of quantitative monitoring of editorial material does not allow to
directly disclose cases of law infringements in election campaign coverage, one may state
that during the first round of presidential elections no serious violations of laws on provision
of air and newspaper space for political promotion, or the allocation of advertising material
were traced. Separate cases, that might be qualified as violations, occurred due to technical
reasons and did not have any serious negative consequences. Alongside this, monitoring
results in the second round provide ground to assert that, in particular, Public Television of
Armenia (PTA) violated the provision of RA Law “On Television and Radio” prohibiting domi-
nation of any political position in broadcasted programs. 

2. Monitoring results allowed making an inference about the presence of a number of
shortcomings and contradictions in RA legislation regulating media activity during election
campaigns, as well as in the relevant decision of Central Electoral Commission on January
15, 2003. Removal of these shortcomings is viewed as urgent considering the coming elec-
tions to the National Assembly of Armenia in May 2003 (see YPC Comments, page 310).

3. To a much greater extent than during previous elections, the significant role and influ-
ence of broadcast media, primarily television, became evident. In this respect, print media
lagged quite behind.

4. Broadcast media in general have failed to provide balanced coverage of election cam-
paign. The comparison of the data of monitoring during current and previous elections show
that the level of pluralism on TV appeared to be lower than in 1998 and 1999. Besides, the
increased number of TV channels and volume of broadcasting in the first round enabled at
least five candidates (Robert Kocharyan, Stepan Demirchyan, Artashes Geghamyan, Vazgen
Manukyan and Aram Karapetyan) to fully inform the voters about the contents of their pre-
election platforms. During the second round, in two main newscasts of the two (PTA,
“Prometheus”) out of five channels monitored - both as regards volume of the airtime allocat-
ed, and the correlation of connotationally colored (positive and negative) mentionings - incum-
bent President Robert Kocharyan had apparent advantage. On “Shant”, “Kentron” and
“Tsayg”, the balance was mostly kept, alongside this, on “Shant” and “Kentron”, Robert
Kocharyan had a more favorable correlation of connotationally-colored mentionings, and on
“Tsayg” - his rival, Stepan Demirchyan, leader of Popular Party of Armenia.

5. Print media have fully ensured pluralism of election campaign coverage. Besides, each
of them has separately come forward with a definite political stance.

6. A considerable part of media, both broadcast and print, have demonstrated a passive
coverage of election campaign. This circumstance, as well as the unfairly high tariffs on polit-
ical advertising, fixed by a number of private TV companies, have decreased the information
potential of Armenian media as a whole. 

FIRST ROUND 
JANUARY 21 - FEBRUARY 17, 2003

The main weight in election campaign coverage has been placed on the broadcast media.
Besides, among them there were apparent leaders based on the attention devoted to the
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election topic: Public Television of Armenia, private TV companies “Prometheus”, “Armenia”,
“Shant”, “ALM” and “Kentron”, as well as Public Radio of Armenia. The rest of the broadcast
media of both the capital and the periphery covered the election campaign and were used by
the candidates for promotion less frequently. 

In the first three weeks of the campaign, the Public Television of Armenia has distributed
its attention among the candidates (here editorial coverage is meant) in the proportion close
to the results of the social surveys on their popularity. The greatest volume of airtime, approx-
imately twice larger than the closest rivals, was allocated to the incumbent President, Robert
Kocharyan. He was followed by Stepan Demirchyan and Artashes Geghamyan with approxi-
mately equal indicators. However, in the past eight days of the campaign, Kocharyan’s advan-
tage has become much more evident. As a result, he got almost 3.5 times more editorial cov-
erage than his closest rivals (Demirchyan and Geghamyan).

The candidates almost equally used free advertising opportunities on Public TV and in the
first three weeks they almost fully exhausted the limit stipulated by law. Thus, their promotion
activity in decisive final days hinged on the possibilities and desire to use the limit on paid
advertising on the air of PTA. Three candidates - Robert Kocharyan, Artashes Geghamyan
and Aram Karapetyan - have approached the limit, while Stepan Demirchyan has even
exceeded it to a certain degree.

A significant feature of election campaign coverage on Public Television has become a
high percentage of connotationally colored mentionings of the incumbent President Robert
Kocharyan. Approximately in 80% of the cases (it is a very large share for monitoring of sim-
ilar type) Kocharyan is mentioned in the positive or negative contexts (the five to one propor-
tion is in favor of positive ones). It evidently characterized both the approach of PTA to the
coverage of presidential campaign, and the distinctive features of the pre-election struggle -
focus in the first place on the evaluation of personalities in power and not the programs of the
candidates. In this sense, the indicators of other leaders of the opinion polls - Stepan
Demirchyan and Artashes Geghamyan - are quite modest: 36% and 42% of connotationally
colored mentionings respectively. Yet these figures are high enough by themselves. 

For the exception of the incumbent President, the balance of positive and negative mention-
ings of the candidates on PTA was relatively even (the most favorable one went to Aram
Karapetyan, the least favorable - to Artashes Geghamyan). But here one has to consider the fact
that quantitative monitoring does not include the style of presenting any material, author or pre-
senter’s intonation - only the content, while traditionally, TV reports on the Armenian television,
the Public TV inclusive, strongly differ in their intonation. Irony or vice versa respect and even
admiration are expressed depending on likes/dislikes of the journalists and the TV channels.  

On the air of private TV companies, the advantage of the incumbent President, based on
the attention paid, was either the same or even greater than on PTA. Thus, “Prometheus” and
“Armenia” allocated to Robert Kocharyan 8-15 times more of editorial airtime than to his close
rivals by this indicator. Besides, in private broadcasting as a whole President’s closest rival
appeared to be Aram Karapetyan, whose campaign was most intensively covered by “ALM”,
“Prometheus”, and “Shant”. This candidate received sufficient space in editorial materials and
actively used paid advertising opportunities. Considering the circumstance that Aram
Karapetyan became popular among general public only a few months prior to the elections,
his campaign may be evaluated as quite effective. 

In contrast to the elections of 1998 and 1999, the candidates did not so actively use paid
advertising opportunities on private channels. One of the main reasons, according to the mon-
itoring group, have become mutually accorded high tariffs for political advertising fixed by five
leading private TV companies (“Prometheus”, “Armenia”, “Shant”, “ALM” and “Kentron”).
Firstly, $130 for a minute on VHF channels and  $120 - on UHFs considerably exceeded the
tariffs proposed during previous elections. Secondly, as far as commercial logic goes, it is not
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clear how tariffs may be the same for the traditional favorites of the advertising market -
“Prometheus” and “Armenia” - and for the beginners in this sphere like “ALM” and “Kentron”.
Thirdly, fixing tariffs equal with the Public Television, broadcasting throughout the whole terri-
tory of Armenia, private channels, with a smaller zone of broadcasting, have predetermined
their inability to compete.

According to the monitoring group, the initiative of the above mentioned private TV chan-
nels to limit the volume of political advertising during the campaign to 80 minutes was also
unfair. But what sense could this limitation have for example in case of “Armenia” TV, if only
for one day, February 17, it allocated to Robert Kocharyan more than 200 minutes of editori-
al coverage? 

Actually, the initiative of the “group of five” leading private TV companies, directed at self-
regulation of election campaign coverage, has produced certain results. On the one hand, the
opportunities of opposition candidates to compensate for the predetermined and obvious
advantage of the incumbent President in editorial coverage by means of advertising have
decreased, on the other hand, the political advertising incomes of the TV companies them-
selves proved minimal. (In this case and elsewhere possible implicit advertising was not taken
into consideration). 

The data of Gyumri “Tsayg” TV company, which did not fix high tariffs and did not limit the
volume of advertising in contrast to the mentioned Yerevan channels, proved exemplary. As
a result, “Tsayg”, not a capital channel, appeared to be one of the leaders among private
broadcasters according to the volume of paid advertising services within the framework of the
electoral campaign. At the same time, Demirchyan’s staff was allocated twice larger advertis-
ing volume on this channel than that of Robert Kocharyan. Through this, the advantage of the
incumbent President in editorial coverage has to a certain extent been compensated.

The uncertainty of the legal regulation impacted the activity of “Shirak” (Gyumri) public TV
channel. Ensuring equal conditions for the candidates to cover their pre-election campaign,
assisting the citizens in making a deliberate decision during elections is one of the aims of pub-
lic broadcasting. The solution of this problem is achieved also by means of free political adver-
tising. However, neither RA Law “On Television and Radio” , nor the relevant documents of
“Shirak” contain provisions regulating the channel’s participation in election campaign. The cor-
responding decision of the Central Electoral Commission of January 15 also failed to clarify this
issue. As a result, there was neither paid nor free political advertising on this channel, and in edi-
torial coverage, no proper attention was allotted to any of the candidates except Robert
Kocharyan. One more circumstance related to “Shirak” TV channel could not but provoke mis-
understanding. Separate fragments from advertising materials, aired by the Public Television of
Armenia, were used In the editorial broadcasting, and the TV audience thus were disoriented.  

“Interkap” private TV company of Vanadzor was quite passive in pre-election campaign
coverage: from January 21 to 25, nine out of eleven presidential candidates did not get even
a minute of airtime for expressing their views or narrations about them by other individuals.
From January 26 to February 1, there were six such candidates, from February 2 to 8 - five.
Three candidates were not as much as mentioned during those periods by “Interkap”. And
only during the last days of the campaign, the candidates previously deprived of attention got
coverage, although a minimal one.   

As regards the balance of positive and negative mentionings on different private TV chan-
nels, it was even as regards the majority of the candidates. The mentionings of Robert
Kocharyan, among which positive ones apparently prevailed, constituted an exception.
(Approximately the same situation is on PTA, but with a large volume of advertising-promo-
tional materials, while the private companies demonstrated “positive connotation” mostly in
editorial materials.)   

The most even distribution of airtime and candidates’ mentionings among all the broad-
casters, studied by the given monitoring, is with Public Television of Armenia. 
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The print media, as an object of monitoring, may be divided into three main groups:
1)Those supporting the incumbent President; 2) Those having their own candidate (but not
Robert Kocharyan); 3) Those supporting none of the candidates. The classification of the
newspapers was based on the proportion of connotationally colored (positive and negative)
mentionings of the candidates.

Two official newspapers are traditionally included in the first group - “Hayastani
Hanrapetutiun” and “Respublika Armenia”. President was allocated much more newspaper
space than other candidates, besides he was positively mentioned in almost half of the total
number of cases. The rest of the candidates were mostly mentioned in the neutral context.
Not all of the candidates have used the space allocated for them (even free of charge) in “HH”
and “RA”, which may testify to the assessment of the promotional potential of these newspa-
pers by the politicians as quite poor. 

Other (private and public) newspapers of pro-Kocharyan orientation in their turn may be
divided into two subgroups: a) those who were relatively neutral to his rivals when express-
ing sympathy to the incumbent President (“Azg”, “Golos Armenii”, “Novoye Vremya”, “Yerkir”);
and b)“Hayots Ashkhar”, that at the same time is very critical (judging from the number of
mentionings in the negative context) to all the other candidates (for the exception of Vazgen
Manukyan and Aram Harutyunyan, having a little positive balance of mentionings).

The second group among those under study comprised three partisan newspapers:
“Iravunk” (supporting Aram Karapetyan), “Ayzhm” (supporting Vazgen Manukyan) and
“Hayastani Communist” (at the initial stage supporting Vladimir Darbinyan and after removal
of his candidacy turning towards Artashes Geghamyan in analogy with its publisher - the
Communist Party), as well as “Orran”, having openly joined the supporters of Stepan
Demirchyan starting from February 11. Alongside this, three out of four mentioned newspa-
pers adhered to obviously anti-Kocharyan positions and one of them, “Ayzhm”, seemed more
reticent. 

The third group - “non-aligned newspapers” - was however characterized by a critical atti-
tude to the incumbent President. At the same time, “Ayb-Feh”, “Orran” (belonging to that
group up to February 11) and “Haikakan Zhamanak” expressed antipathies to Kocharyan in a
rather sharp form, and “Aravot” showed restraint. Besides, by the end of the election cam-
paign, the newspapers from this group (“Aravot” in the least degree) started to lean to the sup-
port of Stepan Demirchyan.

Speaking about the activity of private and partisan newspapers in the course of this elec-
tion campaign, one should evaluate their open (in certain cases even declared) orientation in
the favor or against certain candidates. It ensures pluralism of the print media market, and in
its turn, helps the audience not to be lost in the flow of controversial information. 

As to the regional newspapers, they can be described as having practically no involve-
ment in the election campaign. Thus, “Kumayri” newspaper of Gyumri during the first three
weeks of pre-election campaign referred to the activities of only four candidates, one of them
subsequently  “leaving the race”, and the second, as the opinion polls show, was not among
the leaders of the race. During the last week the coverage was somewhat broader, however
this would have hardly made the readers of this publication more aware of the situation. As a
rule, Robert Kocharyan was mentioned by this and other regional newspapers in positive con-
text. However, this manner of covering President’s activity is characteristic for them outside
the elections, too. 

At the same time, “Syunyats Ashkhar” newspaper, published in Kapan and disseminated
in Syunik region, was published on January 30 as a special double issue (##2,3) and consist-
ed only of materials of the regional campaign staff of Robert Kocharyan. No notes on the adver-
tising and promotional nature of the materials were made in the newspaper. This fact allows
concluding that in the regions where the campaign staffs of the incumbent President initiated
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cooperation with local newspapers, they became an important propaganda tool of Robert
Kocharyan. In all other cases the regional press preferred to keep out of the political debate. 

The paid political advertising during the campaign period appeared only in “Hayastani
Hanrapetutiun”, “Aravot”, “Iravunk” and “Kumayri” newspapers, in very small volumes. In
“Iravunk” the advertising volume proved to be larger than in other media but it all was utilized
by Aram Karapetyan supported by this newspaper. Only the staff of the incumbent President
placed paid advertising in official “Hayastani Hanrapetutiun”. Even if one assumes that implic-
it advertising is practiced, the conclusion about the low assessment that the candidates have
for the promotional potential of print media (not necessarily official ones) is evident. 

SECOND ROUND
FEBRUARY 26 - MARCH 3, 2003

One of the distinguishing features of the second round was the replacement of positive pro-
motion with anti-advertising by a number of media. For quantitative monitoring this change in
broadcasters’ tactics is signaled by a combination of a greater airtime allocated to a candi-
date, his balance of connotationally colored mentionings being negative. This, in particular,
was manifest in the “Orakarg” (“Agenda”) information and analysis program of Public
Television of Armenia on March 2, where the time allocated to Stepan Demirchyan was almost
three times as much as that allocated to Robert Kocharyan. In five out of six stories and
reports, where Demirchyan was mentioned, the context was negative, and only in one - neu-
tral. While the situation is reverse for Robert Kocharyan: in five stories the context is positive
and in one - neutral. 

In the newscasts and analytical programs of “Tsayg”, PTA and “Prometheus” the share of
the connotationally colored mentionings turned out to be quite high: about 80, 70 and 65%,
respectively. This is a very high indicator proving the excessive evaluative coloring of the
pieces by these broadcasters. The pieces of “Shant”, “Kentron” and Public Radio of Armenia
were more neutral. 

Public Radio of Armenia, similarly to the first round, displayed the greatest degree of
impartiality in its main newscasts: not a single connotationally colored mentioning of a candi-
date was recorded. At the same time, in terms of the airtime volume allocated to the candi-
dates, the incumbent enjoyed a far greater advantage: 395 seconds versus 30 seconds of
Stepan Demirchyan. 

In general, the work of the broadcast media in the second round (that is, the programs
monitored) made a dubious impression. On the one hand, the news coverage on the majori-
ty of the channels was more balanced. On the other, the use of anti-advertising as a method
against the opposition candidate and the big share of connotationally-colored mentionings on
a number of TV channels do not allow to state there was a progress in the coverage of the
second round campaign as compared to the first one. 

If in the first round, five leading private TV companies decided to restrict the volume and
quite high tariffs on promotional materials in the first round, they completely excluded such
materials in the second one. This approach restricted the opportunities of the opposition to
compensate the greater attention paid to the incumbent in the editorial coverage of the broad-
casters. Thus, one of the possibilities, most actively used in post-Soviet space to improve the
financial situation of the private broadcasters by legal means, was missed. 

Similarly to the first round, the print media monitored can be conventionally subdivided
into three major groups: 1) those supporting Robert Kocharyan; 2) those supporting Stepan
Demirchyan; 3) those supporting no one, while opposing the incumbent.

Out of the nine newspapers studied in the second round the first group traditionally includ-
ed two official newspapers “Hayastani Hanrapetutiun” and “Respublika Armenia”, as well as
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the private “Azg”, “Golos Armenii” and partisan (“Dashnaktsutyun” party) “Yerkir”. They all
mainly assessed Robert Kocharyan either positively or neutrally, while Stepan Demirchyan
received negative or neutral judgments. 

The second group among the studied newspapers was composed of the private
“Haikakan Zhamanak” and “Orran”. In these, the attitude to the candidates was reverse to the
attitude of the first group. 

Two newspapers - private “Aravot” and partisan (“Constitutional Right” Union) “Iravunk”
must apparently be classed into the third group. Notably, the presidency candidate Aram
Karapetyan, nominated by the CRU as well as the leader of the party Hrant Khachatryan
announced their support to Stepan Demirchyan in the second round. However, the support of
the opposition candidate by the organ of the CRU was manifest only in the critical approach
to Robert Kocharyan. Stepan Demirchyan was mentioned only in neutral context. 

The situation with “Iravunk” testifies that in the second round many media made a stake
not so much on the promotion of “their” candidates but rather on the anti-advertising against
the rival. This was especially vivid in the pro-Kocharyan “Golos Armenii”, “Yerkir” and pro-
Demirchyan “Haikakan Zhamanak”, “Orran”. The candidates who received positive coverage
in these media enjoyed much less attention (in terms of newspaper space allocated), than
their rivals covered in negative context. 

During the second round open political advertising was completely absent from the print
media in question. This leads to a conclusion that if there was anything newspapers tried to sell
during the presidential elections of 2003 it was their position rather than the newspaper space.

FEBRUARY 18-19, 2003 

The media in general displayed respect for the legislative ban on promotion and political
advertising on the ballot day and the day prior to it. This is especially true for the print media.
A number of newspapers under study were not issued on these days at all and the majority
of others in the issues of February 18 and 19 made no or very few mentionings of the candi-
dates. This largely helped the voters to think the situation over and make a deliberate choice.
This media behavior was all the more important, as on the days directly preceding February
18 and 19 the whole media spectrum started an intense attack on the voters’ mind. 

Similarly to the last days of pre-election campaign of the first round, the attention of the
broadcast media on February 18 and 19 was focused on five candidates who eventually
gained most of the votes - Robert Kocharyan, Stepan Demirchyan, Artashes Geghamyan,
Aram Karapetyan and Vazgen Manukyan. An exception to this is constituted by “Kentron” TV
company only, where the biggest proportion of editorial coverage was allocated to Ruben
Avagyan, the candidate nominated by “United Armenians” party. 

Five out of the six TV channels noted above as the most active ones in the course of the
election campaign (Public Television of Armenia, “Prometheus”, “Armenia”, “Shant” and
“ALM”) on February 18-19 revealed a similar approach to the election subject coverage. They
mostly avoided the extensive coverage of the candidates, however, the disbalance in the
attention to them was retained. Thus, the incumbent President Robert Kocharyan received
2,378 seconds on all these TV companies in total, Artashes Geghamyan - 912 seconds,
Vazgen Manukyan - 664 seconds, Stepan Demirchyan - 355 seconds, Aram Karapetyan - 198
seconds, totaling for all of them at 4,507 seconds. (For comparison: only “Armenia” TV com-
pany only on one day - February 17 - allocated 12,381 seconds of editorial air time to the
incumbent President.) The sixth among most active TV companies, “Kentron”, made a more
uniform distribution of its time among the candidates, and by the airtime allocated, Robert
Kocharyan found himself only in the fourth place among the candidates. Yet, here, too, Stepan
Demirchyan was behind the incumbent (209 and 175 seconds, respectively).
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The Public Radio of Armenia, similarly to the pre-election campaign period, gave most
balanced coverage of all the broadcast media to the events of February 18-19. Robert
Kocharyan received the biggest volume of editorial coverage (405 seconds), however, 6 other
candidates were quite closely placed, having been allocated a range of 140-310 seconds.
Stepan Demirchyan was actually the closest to Robert Kocharyan in terms of number of men-
tionings (11 and 12, respectively, the mentionings of Demirchyan being purely neutral while
Kocharyan has two negative mentionings).

The regional media seldom addressed the subject of elections on February 18-19. 
In the vast majority of cases the candidates were mentioned in neutral context, and on

February 19 the broadcast media mostly spoke of them as voters who have come to
precincts. Besides the Public Radio of Armenia, the connotationally colored mentionings of
the incumbent, this time positive, are recorded on the Public Television of Armenia and
“Tsayg” TV channel. “Shirak” TV company made a positive mentioning of Vazgen Manukyan,
while negative mentionings of Robert Kocharyan were present in “Iravunk” and “Orran” news-
papers. In the opinion of the monitoring group, this coverage during the period, when the pre-
election promotion is prohibited, is undesirable.

MARCH 4-5, 2003 

The activities of the majority of media on March 4-5 were affected by the intensification of the
political discord in the period between the two rounds of voting. During these days, the media
mostly remained divided into two major wings - those of pro-Kocharyan and pro-Demirchyan
standing. At the same time, the media secured themselves against the possible charges of
law violations and used the implicit forms of promoting their chosen candidate while diminish-
ing his opponent. 

This was manifest, in particular, with regard to the newspaper coverage of the pre-elec-
tion rallies held on March 3 by the two rivaling parties. On the one hand, positive or negative
mentionings of candidates were practically non-existent, but on the other - the stories were
presented in a manner that benefited one of the candidates with relevant accentuation made. 

The incumbent President Robert Kocharyan received the most attention in “Azg” daily and
the programs of Public Television of Armenia. In the other media (including the Public Radio)
the attention was rather equally distributed. In “Hayastani Hanrapetutiun” daily the opposition
candidate Stepan Demirchyan was never mentioned during the two days, yet, Robert
Kocharyan was mentioned only in two publications himself, one of them being an official com-
munication (the meeting with Belarus Ambassador). 

The majority of connotationally colored mentionings (either in definitely positive or nega-
tive context) was also recorded in the programs of the Public Television of Armenia. The
incumbent was mentioned here positively six times. The other media had a significant preva-
lence of neutral pieces. One positive mentioning of Robert Kocharyan is recorded by the mon-
itoring group on “Prometheus” TV company and “Azg” newspaper, each. No definitely nega-
tive mentionings were registered. Thus, March 4 and 5 gave the voters certain time “to recov-
er” - after the flows of anti-advertising pouring on them on the last days preceding the second
round campaign.

ìó åìó âíèìàíèþ áûëî ëèáî òàêèì æå, ëèáî äàæå áîëüøå, ÷åì íà ÎÒÀ. Òàê, “Ïðîìåòåé”

è “Àðìåíèÿ” îòâåëè Ðîáåðòó Êî÷àðÿíó â 8-15 ðàç áîëüøå ðåäàêöèîííîãî ýôèðíîãî âðåìå-

íè, ÷åì áëèæàéøèì êîíêóðåíòàì ïî ýòîìó ïîêàçàòåëþ. Ïðè÷åì â ÷àñòíîì òåëåýôèðå â öå-

ëîì áëèæàéøèì êîíêóðåíòîì ïðåçèäåíòà îêàçàëñÿ Àðàì Êàðàïåòÿí, êàìïàíèÿ êîòîðîãî

îñîáåííî èíòåíñèâíî îñâåùàëàñü “ÀËÌ”, “Ïðîìåòåé” è “Øàíò”. Ýòîò êàíäèäàò ïîëó÷àë äî-

ñòàòî÷íî ìíîãî ìåñòà â ðåäàêöèîííûõ ìàòåðèàëàõ è àêòèâíî ïîëüçîâàëñÿ âîçìîæíîñòÿìè
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ïëàòíîé ðåêëàìû. Ó÷èòûâàÿ, ÷òî øèðîêîé ïóáëèêå Àðàì Êàðàïåòÿí ñòàë èçâåñòåí çà íå-

ñêîëüêî ìåñÿöåâ äî âûáîðîâ, åãî êàìïàíèþ ìîæíî ïðèçíàòü âåñüìà ðåçóëüòàòèâíîé.

Â îòëè÷èå îò âûáîðîâ 1998 è 1999, êàíäèäàòû íå ñòîëü àêòèâíî ïîëüçîâàëèñü âîçìîæ-

íîñòÿìè ïëàòíîé ðåêëàìû íà ÷àñòíûõ òåëåêàíàëàõ. Îäíîé èç ãëàâíûõ ïðè÷èí, ïî ìíåíèþ

ãðóïïû ìîíèòîðèíãà, ñòàëè ñîãëàñîâàííûå åäèíûå âûñîêèå öåíû íà ïîëèòè÷åñêóþ ðåêëà-

ìó, óñòàíîâëåííûå ïÿòüþ âåäóùèìè ÷àñòíûìè òåëåêîìïàíèÿìè (“Ïðîìåòåé”, “Àðìåíèÿ”,

“Øàíò”, “ÀËÌ” è “Êåíòðîí”). Âî-ïåðâûõ, $130 çà ìèíóòó íà ìåòðîâûõ êàíàëàõ è $120 - íà

äåöèìåòðîâûõ çíà÷èòåëüíî ïðåâîñõîäèëè ðàñöåíêè, ïðåäëîæåííûå âî âðåìÿ ïðåäûäóùèõ

âûáîðîâ. Âî-âòîðûõ, ñ òî÷êè çðåíèÿ êîììåð÷åñêîé ëîãèêè íå ïîíÿòíî, êàê îäíè è òå æå

ðàñöåíêè ìîãóò áûòü ó òðàäèöèîííûõ ôàâîðèòîâ ðåêëàìíîãî ðûíêà “Ïðîìåòåé” è “Àðìå-

íèè” è â òî æå âðåìÿ ó íîâè÷êîâ â ýòîé ñôåðå “ÀËÌ” è “Êåíòðîí”. Â-òðåòüèõ, óñòàíàâëè-

âàÿ òå æå ðàñöåíêè, ÷òî è Îáùåñòâåííîå òåëåâèäåíèå, âåùàþùåå ïðàêòè÷åñêè íà âñþ òåð-

ðèòîðèþ Àðìåíèè, ÷àñòíûå òåëåêàíàëû, èìåþùèå ìåíüøóþ èëè çíà÷èòåëüíî ìåíüøóþ çî-

íó âåùàíèÿ, ïðåäîïðåäåëèëè ñâîþ íåêîíêóðåíòîñïîñîáíîñòü.

Íåîïðàâäàííîé, íà âçãëÿä ãðóïïû ìîíèòîðèíãà, áûëà òàêæå èíèöèàòèâà âûøåíàçâàííûõ

÷àñòíûõ òåëåêàíàëîâ îãðàíè÷èòü îáúåì ïîëèòè÷åñêîé ðåêëàìû íà âðåìÿ êàìïàíèè 80 ìè-

íóòàìè. Íî êàêîé ñìûñë ìîãëî èìåòü äàííîå ñàìîîãðàíè÷åíèå, ñêàæåì, äëÿ òåëåêàíàëà

“Àðìåíèÿ”, åñëè òîëüêî çà îäèí äåíü, 17 ôåâðàëÿ, îí îòâåë Ðîáåðòó Êî÷àðÿíó áîëåå 200

ìèíóò ðåäàêöèîííîãî îñâåùåíèÿ?

Ôàêòè÷åñêè, èíèöèàòèâà “ïÿòåðêè” âåäóùèõ ÷àñòíûõ òåëåêîìïàíèé, íàïðàâëåííàÿ íà

ñàìîðåãóëèðîâàíèå â âîïðîñå îñâåùåíèÿ èçáèðàòåëüíîé êàìïàíèè, ïðèâåëà ê òîìó, ÷òî, ñ

îäíîé ñòîðîíû, óìåíüøèëèñü âîçìîæíîñòè îïïîçèöèîííûõ êàíäèäàòîâ êîìïåíñèðîâàòü çà

ñ÷åò ðåêëàìû çàâåäîìîå è ÿâíîå ïðåèìóùåñòâî äåéñòâóþùåãî ïðåçèäåíòà â ðåäàêöèîííîì

îñâåùåíèè, ñ äðóãîé ñòîðîíû, ìèíèìàëüíûìè îêàçàëèñü äîõîäû ñàìèõ òåëåêîìïàíèé îò

çàëñÿ îäíèì èç ëèäåðîâ ñðåäè ÷àñòíûõ âåùàòåëåé ïî îáúåìó ïëàòíûõ ðåêëàìíûõ óñëóã â

ðàìêàõ èçáèðàòåëüíîé êàìïàíèè. Ïðè ýòîì øòàá Ñòåïàíà Äåìèð÷ÿíà âîñïîëüçîâàëñÿ íà

ãî òåëåêàíàëà “Øèðàê” (Ãþìðè). Ïðåäîñòàâëåíèå êàíäèäàòàì ðàâíûõ óñëîâèé äëÿ îñâåùå-

íèÿ èõ ïðåäâûáîðíîé êàìïàíèè, ñîäåéñòâèå ãðàæäàíàì â ïðèíÿòèè îñîçíàííîãî ðåøåíèÿ â

ïåðèîä âûáîðîâ ÿâëÿåòñÿ îäíîé èç çàäà÷ îáùåñòâåííîãî âåùàíèÿ. Ðåøåíèå ýòîé çàäà÷è

ÐÀ “Î òåëåâèäåíèè è ðàäèî”, íè â ó÷ðåäèòåëüíûõ äîêóìåíòàõ “Øèðàê” íåò ïîëîæåíèé, ðåã-

ëàìåíòèðóþùèõ ó÷àñòèå êàíàëà â èçáèðàòåëüíîé êàìïàíèè. Íå âíåñëî ÿñíîñòè â ýòîò âî-

ïðîñ è ñîîòâåòñòâóþùåå ïîñòàíîâëåíèå Öåíòðàëüíîé èçáèðàòåëüíîé êîìèññèè îò 15 ÿíâà-

ðÿ. Â ðåçóëüòàòå, íà ýòîì êàíàëå íå áûëî íè ïëàòíîé, íè áåñïëàòíîé ïîëèòè÷åñêîé ðåêëà-

ìû, à â ðàìêàõ ðåäàêöèîííîãî îñâåùåíèÿ íå áûëî óäåëåíî äîëæíîãî âíèìàíèÿ íè îäíî-

äåíèåì Àðìåíèè, è òåëåçðèòåëè òåì ñàìûì áûëè ââåäåíû â çàáëóæäåíèå. 

Ïàññèâíî âåëà ñåáÿ â îñâåùåíèè ïðåäâûáîðíîé êàìïàíèè âàíàäçîðñêàÿ ÷àñòíàÿ òåëå-
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êîìïàíèÿ “Èíòåðêàï”: ñ 21 ïî 25 ÿíâàðÿ 9 èç 11 êàíäèäàòîâ â ïðåçèäåíòû íå ïîëó÷èëè íè

ìèíóòû ýôèðíîãî âðåìåíè äëÿ âûðàæåíèÿ ñâîèõ âçãëÿäîâ èëè âûñêàçûâàíèé î ñåáå ñî ñòî-

Ðîáåðòà Êî÷àðÿíà, ñðåäè êîòîðûõ ÿâíî ïðåâàëèðîâàëè ïîçèòèâíûå. (Ïðèìåðíî òàêàÿ æå

êàðòèíà è íà ÎÒÀ, íî ýòî ñ ó÷åòîì áîëüøîãî îáúåìà ðåêëàìíî-àãèòàöèîííûõ ìàòåðèàëîâ,

ôîðìå, à “Àðàâîò” ïðîÿâëÿëà ñäåðæàííîñòü. Êðîìå òîãî, íàäî îòìåòèòü, ÷òî ê êîíöó èç-

áèðàòåëüíîé êàìïàíèè ãàçåòû èç ýòîé ãðóïïû (â íàèìåíüøåé ñòåïåíè “Àðàâîò”) ñòàëè ñêëî-

íÿòüñÿ ê ïîääåðæêå Ñòåïàíà Äåìèð÷ÿíà.

íûõ ÑÌÈ è, â ñâîþ î÷åðåäü, ïîìîãàåò àóäèòîðèè ëó÷øå îðèåíòèðîâàòüñÿ â ïîòîêå ïðîòè-

âîðå÷èâîé èíôîðìàöèè.

Î ïåðèôåðèéíûõ ãàçåòàõ ìîæíî ñêàçàòü òîëüêî, ÷òî â èçáèðàòåëüíîé êàìïàíèè îíè

ïî÷òè íå ó÷àñòâîâàëè. Òàê, ãþìðèéñêàÿ “Êóìàéðè” çà ïåðâûå òðè íåäåëè ïðåäâûáîðíîé àãè-

òàöèè êîñíóëàñü äåÿòåëüíîñòè òîëüêî ÷åòûðåõ êàíäèäàòîâ, ïðè÷åì îäèí èç íèõ âïîñëåäñò-

âèè “ñîøåë ñ äèñòàíöèè”, à âòîðîé, ñóäÿ ïî ñîöîïðîñàì, ê ÷èñëó ëèäåðîâ ãîíêè íå îòíî-

ñèëñÿ. Â ïîñëåäíþþ íåäåëþ êàìïàíèè îõâàò íåñêîëüêî ðàñøèðèëñÿ, ÷òî, îäíàêî, âðÿä ëè

ñåðüåçíî ïîâûñèëî èíôîðìèðîâàííîñòü àóäèòîðèè ýòîé ãàçåòû. Ðîáåðò Êî÷àðÿí óïîìèíàë-

ñÿ ýòîé è áîëüøèíñòâîì äðóãèõ ïåðèôåðèéíûõ ãàçåò, êàê ïðàâèëî, â ïîçèòèâíîì êîíòåêñ-

Ïëàòíàÿ ïîëèòè÷åñêàÿ ðåêëàìà çà âðåìÿ êàìïàíèè ïîÿâëÿëàñü ëèøü â “Àéàñòàíè Àíðà-

ïåòóòþí”, “Àðàâîò”, “Èðàâóíê” è “Êóìàéðè”, äà è òî â íåáîëüøèõ îáúåìàõ. Â “Èðàâóíê”

îáúåì ðåêëàìû îêàçàëñÿ áîëüøå, ÷åì â äðóãèõ, íî âñÿ îíà ïîñòóïàëà îò Àðàìà Êàðàïåòÿ-

íà, ïîääåðæèâàåìîãî ýòîé ãàçåòîé. À â îôèöèàëüíîé “Àéàñòàíè Àíðàïåòóòþí” ïëàòíóþ

ðåêëàìó ðàçìåñòèë ëèøü øòàá äåéñòâóþùåãî ïðåçèäåíòà. Åñëè äàæå ïðåäïîëîæèòü, ÷òî

ïðàêòèêîâàëàñü ñêðûòàÿ ðåêëàìà, âûâîä î íèçêî îöåíèâàåìîì êàíäèäàòàìè àãèòàöèîííîì

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SUMMARY OF ELECTORAL BLOCS/PARTIES

On April 20, 2003 Central Election Commission of the Republic of Armenia announced the
results of registration of candidates for seats in RA National Assembly. 401 majority candidates
were registered and 21 parties/blocs participating in the elections by proportional system.

On May 25, 2003 273 candidates participated in elections by majority system, 17 parties
and 4 blocs by proportional system.

On May 31, CEC announced the final results of voting for RA National Assembly elec-
tions. The votes cast for parties/blocs were distributed as follows:

1. “Liberal Bloc - NSDU (Christianocrats), ‘Intellectual Armenia’, ‘Azat Haik Mission’” - 0.82%
2. “National Accord” party - 0.51% 
3. “National Unity” party - 8.90%
4. “Labor, Law, Unity” party - 0.92% 
5. “Justice” bloc - 13.78% 
6. “Justice” party - 0.55%
7. “Union of Industrialists and Women” bloc - 2.06% 
8. “Dignity, Democracy, Motherland” bloc - 2.84%
9. Popular Party -1.12% 
10. Democratic Liberal Union of Armenia - 4.68%
11. Communist Party of Armenia - 2.11% 
12. Republican Party of Armenia - 23.66%
13. Renewed Communist Party of Armenia - 0.52% 
14. Ramkavar-Azatakan Party of Armenia - 2.88% 
15. Christian-Democratic Union of Armenia - 0.68% 
16. “Fist of Armenian Aryans” party - 0.29% 
17. Armenian Revolutionary Federation “Dashnaktsutiun”  - 11.50%

MAIN PROVISIONS OF PRE-ELECTION PROGRAM 

Education and Culture
Education is the pillar of national security, therefore it is essential to undertake 
the following steps:
- to provide education centers (higher education institutions in particular) 
with tax privileges
- to make general education available for all children irrespective of a family’s 
social conditions
- to send talented students, under state sponsorship, to the leading foreign 
educational institutions for study
- to restore classic Armenian spelling justifying itself throughout the ages 
and serving as a basis of Armenian linguistic culture 
- to legalize the right of students and post-graduate students for delay of military 
service in times of peace 
- to increase vacancies for post-graduate studies twofold or more.
Considering adoption of leading scientific tendencies as one of the guarantees 
for the development of this sphere, to assist their financing - 3% from the minimal 
state budget.
Culture, as a spiritual reflection of the nation, should constantly be placed under 
special care.

Electoral System
- implementation of a 100% proportional parliamentary system
- voting by proxy for armed forces
- formation of representative electoral commissions (with 1 representative from each 
party that got 1% or more votes in the National Assembly elections) 
- preparation of voting lists by electors themselves
- introduction of ballots with numbered coupons

Foreign Policy
To promote Armenia’s productive integration in the family of European countries. 

To ensure RA active participation in international communication programs and to boost polit-
ical, economic and other cooperation with the countries in the region. 

To accept as the basis for foreign policy strategy elimination of the consequences of the
Genocide 1915-23, alongside settlement of the Artsakh issue (the bloc opts for peaceful res-
olution of this issue).

National Army
To set ground for transition to a professional army with high payment rates (gradually

decreasing quantity, increasing military and technology potential).

Health Care
To enlarge the list of public health services.
To provide free health care to children under 16 years of age.
To provide vulnerable social groups with necessary minimum medical guarantees.
To promote solution of health care problems through family and insurance health services.
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Economy
To carry out consistent anti-monopolistic economic policy.
To sharply reduce tax burden and enlarge the tax field.
To increase the list of registered taxes.
To clarify tax reports and calculations.
To considerably reduce personnel employed in the tax sphere.
To support domestic production, small and medium entrepreneurship, to create special

conditions for effective investments. 
To determine and support leading agricultural spheres, to assist rural economies’ transi-

tion to co-operative activity, to provide village economies with privileged (not more than 5%
annually) and long-term (for 10 or more years) credits. To introduce insurance system in the
agricultural field.   

Border Zone
To carry out policy ensuring economic, spiritual and cultural development and preventing

population outflow. 
To largely use transfer and grant systems. 

Earthquake Zone

activity with tax privileges. 

Social Sphere
To put to life the concept of minimal consumption basket. 
To annually reduce the rates of obligatory social payments deducted from salaries and to

establish voluntary social insurance system.
To reduce unemployment through economic development.
To make the support for the families of dead, wounded soldiers and Karabagh war partic-

ipants an issue of top state priority allotting no less than 1% from the state budget. 
With the aim of boosting natural population growth, to provide additional social benefits

for the children.
In enterprises having profitable state share, to reimburse, through allotting stocks and

through other means, devaluated deposits made by citizens to state banks.

People are certain that National Assembly is busy with intriguing, deputies are occupied

with questions of personal welfare under the cover of their immunity, while the government is
engaged in seizing people’s property. It is essential to clear off the atmosphere of bribery, to
eliminate its objective reasons primarily through courts. An important issue is to ensure real
independence of the judicial branch through improvement of legislature, to achieve a situa-
tion in which the courts of the Republic will perfectly implement legal protection of all human
rights, will uproot illegality reigning in the country.   

Foreign Policy
The world continues to remain an arena for military and economic clashes. In the situa-

tion of absence of power balance more and more countries resort to arms race, to sophisti-
cation of current military potential. Similarly, in our region the solution of existing problems is
sought not in peaceful negotiations and integration, but in creating open or secret strategic
alliances. An obvious example of this is on the one hand Turkey-Israel alliance against many
countries of the region, Azerbaijan-Turkey strategic alliance on the other, as well as
Azerbaijan-Turkey-Georgia alliance declared as economic. Armenia, Iran and Russian are cir-
cumvented in large regional cooperation initiatives. This in its turn brings to the increase of
Russia’s strategic role in Armenia, which instead of making our country a crossroad of inter-
national communication may be fraught with the danger of transforming it into a hotbed of
international conflict. How can it be avoided, and at the same time how to ensure the securi-
ty of our people and the borders, to achieve fair resolution of the Mountainous Karabagh prob-
lem, inflow of external investments - these are top priorities of Armenian foreign policy. In
other words, still the diplomacy of walking on the edge is to be carried out by our Ministry of
Foreign Affairs, the activity of which is not discussed by the National Assembly with proper
attention and competence leaving the control of this sphere exclusively to the President of the
Republic - Ministry of Foreign Affairs. 

Karabagh Problem
The Mountainous Karabagh problem is to be resolved only through political negotiations

at the basis of which the principle of self-determination of nations is to be set.
In the capacity of National Assembly deputy, RAPA representatives may effectively inte-

grate their activity with that of other organizations of the Diaspora - especially with RAPA in
the United States and Europe - for fair resolution of the Karabagh issue. 

On the other hand, the long-term and lasting resolution of the issue directly depends on
birth rate of the Mountainous Karabagh population, radical improvement of their life condi-
tions, creation of new job openings, young families.  

Economic Policy
To reconsider privatization methods: until now the approach of the authorities, based on

the activity of privatized enterprises as regards economic development of country, has partial-
ly failed since privatization was carried out as an “aim” and not as a “means” to improve peo-
ple’s life.
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Freezing the debts of developing enterprises, ensuring temporary tax liberties putting in
circulation considerable internal reserve sums that in the future will serve as a new basis for
attracting external investments. Creation of new job openings. The tax, customs and banking
policy of the country should be directed at that. 

The basis of Armenia’s economic development is small and medium enterprises. The
development of small and medium enterprises, as well as family business will not only con-
siderably enlarge the market of goods and services but also will create tens of thousands of
new job openings - will provide an opportunity to get rid of unproductive enterprises and to
establish really efficient ones.   

Besides, Armenia is viewed a zone of high risk as regards international investments,
therefore medium entrepreneurship is more suitable for boosting more large-scale inflow of
the Diaspora capital. 

Social Sphere
To promote development of state policy on population employment. Reforms in the

sphere of employment centers, to transform these centers, engaged only in registration, into
institutions engaged in registration of unemployment, training and retraining of unemployed
according to demand, providing employment. 

Training and retraining of the unemployed should be carried out through state means,
whereas unemployment benefit should be provided not only through state financing but also
through deductions from the recent place of work (at least 6 months). Therefore, it is essen-
tial to adopt a new labor code, a new law on trade unions that will regulate all employer-
employee relations taking as a basis guarantees of individual’s social security.  “Family ben-
efit” program is of low efficiency and does not include the whole contingent because of the
imperfection of “Paros” program which is unable to provide a realistic view of poverty level. 

Science and Education
It is essential to reject the system of state order and pass on to private paid and public

free secondary and higher education systems.

Interior Policy
The Republic of Armenia is the Homeland of all Armenians, protector of their interests and

is itself under national care. The model of Armenian state should be based on the principle of
enlarged representative democracy and on unified goals and separated functions of a strong
executive branch. In the regulation of the value system of a society, it is necessary, alongside
restoration of state’s active role, to encourage active participation of the people, all its politi-
cal initiatives, which is a primary condition for revealing state’s potential. 

There can be no democracy in Armenia without providing equal conditions for competi-
tion among political forces the primary condition for which is a natural development of state
institutions and formation of a system of social justice. One of the main components of RA
state model is the concept of a constitutionally ratified social state. It means that the pivot of
state economic and social policy is provision of people’s welfare, harmonious balance of inter-
ests, reasonable and just distribution of incomes so that socially vulnerable sectors may have
an opportunity to satisfy all their minimal needs. 

Foreign Policy
Armenia develops its relations with the outside world along the plane of mutual coopera-

tion and exchange. In the sphere of foreign policy, Armenia should prioritize integration with
European family, enrichment of the system of values.

It is necessary to follow already existing priorities as a strategic goal.  
The issue of the recognition of the Armenian Genocide should be again viewed as one of

the most important components and directions of foreign policy. 
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The Karabagh Problem
Consolidation of the legal status of the Mountainous Karabagh Republic, strengthening

and enlargement of its security is one of the top issues for Armenia and Armenians. 
The Karabagh problem should be resolved through peaceful negotiation process but hav-

ing as an aim de facto and de jure recognition of the Mountainous Karabagh Republic. 

Homeland-Diaspora
Armenia-Diaspora ties should be based on mutually beneficial cooperation. 
In this respect, it is necessary to eliminate constitutional obstacles to dual citizenship and

to legalize corresponding “balance” of the rights and obligations of dual citizenship. Armenian
state, proceeding from integration of all Armenians, with its function of representing national
interests should have a decisive role in assembling all the Armenians and in preserving
Diaspora’s Armenian identification. 

Economic Policy
The basis of economic policy should be ideology of economy modernization and social

prosperity. 
For large-scale modernization of economy it is necessary to create favorable environment

for investment and entrepreneurial activity, to conduct predictable and encouraging macroeco-
nomic (fiscal, monetary and credit) policy to implement structural reconstruction of economy.

Only fast development of national capital, formation of favorable entrepreneurial climate
will make our country attractive for investments. The primary conditions for effective econom-
ic system and favorable entrepreneurial environment are consolidation of the right for private
property (first of all land and real estate), guarantee of its protection, creation of fair conditions
for competition, development of a stable and effective financial system. In its turn the state
itself should find the best balance in the relations with private entrepreneurs, to gradually with-
draw from irrelevant interfering in business, which will enable to clearly distinguish state reg-
ulation sphere, to raise its efficiency. 

Social Sphere
The policy of social security should be based on the important principle of not allowing a

decline below minimal levels of poverty and dignity. 
The state should take measures to assist the weak and not the lazy. 
To improve efficiency of social assistance programs, it is necessary to provide social ben-

efits primarily through financial payments. 
To ensure benefits and other types of social assistance for the most vulnerable layers of

the population (families with many children, children, disabled, students etc.) and social
groups (repressed, refugees etc.), it is necessary to improve their address system. In this
respect it is important to create a common database of those using social payments and ben-
efits through introduction of individual code system. 

It is a priority to further improve the family benefits system through developing a new for-
mula for the definition of the needy and through thorough examination of the poverty level of
those applying for family benefit.   

Science and Education
Preservation and development of the scientific and technical potential are one of the most

important factors for consolidating independence and national security of the Republic of
Armenia. 

The primary aims of state policy in the scientific and scientific technical sphere should be
development of the Republic’s scientific and scientific technical potential, formation of an effi-
cient system of staff training, integration of science, education and production. 
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The education system should have as its goal preparation of citizens with proper level of
professionalism and universal development, capable of self-organization, educated in the
spirit of patriotism, statehood and humanism. 

The state is to ensure progress of educational sphere as the most important factor of state
consolidation.

COVERAGE OF RA NATIONAL ASSEMBLY ELECTION 

CAMPAIGN 2003 

The resolution passed by RA CEC on March 28, 2003 on the Procedure for pre-election pro-
motion in media was a significant positive step as compared with RA presidential elections:
the main shortcomings, revealed by Yerevan Press Club in the period of presidential elec-
tions, were removed (see YPC Comments, page 310). 

In the course of the monitoring, certain infringements of the law were registered related
to the allocation of airtime for political promotion, the presentation of the advertising materi-
als. There were several cases when the programs were not accompanied with a special mark.
Thus, a number of programs on “ALM” TV company, that were of an obviously promotional
nature, were marked as “Pre-election political program” or simply “Political program”, which
was against the law requirements (according to the law, it should have been “political adver-
tising” or “pre-election promotional program”) and confused the viewer. As a result, the latter
could not determine whether this was a paid program or an editorial initiative. 

Though only the presence of political advertising in print media was monitored during par-
liamentary elections, and the editorial coverage was not considered, nevertheless, the moni-
toring group reported that newspapers featured pieces which could be classed as advertising
or promotional, yet they did not bear the appropriate note or else were published as an inter-
view. Thus, the pre-election material of Democratic Liberal Union of Armenia in “Hayastani
Hanrapetutiun” daily was constantly published as advertising (within the free and paid news-
paper space allocated to the party), while in “Hayots Ashkhar” the same piece was published
without the special marking. 

The monitoring showed that the Public Television of Armenia (PTA), unlike the elections
of the RA President two months ago, displayed balance in the election coverage, striving not
to show preferences for any of the parties/blocs. The representatives of different parties were
invited to participate in the discussion programs on the PTA. 

Similar balance was present in the newscasts of Public Radio of Armenia (PRA). 
Two private national channels “Prometheus” and “Armenia” in their newscasts and ana-

lytical programs allocated most of their time to the parties/blocs, which are usually considered
pro-governmental (pro-presidential). Moreover, the discussion programs on “Prometheus” TV
channel mostly gave floor to the representatives of these parties/blocs too. 

The situation was quite different with Yerevan “Shant” TV company, in the newscasts and
analytical programs of which advantage was given only to the Republican Party of Armenia,
while other parties/blocs were covered in a balanced manner and almost equally. “Shant” was
also noteworthy for the active organization of discussion programs.

It is interesting to compare the coverage of “ALM” and “Kentron” TV companies. The own-
ers of both TV companies (Tigran Karapetyan and Gurgen Arsenyan) took part in the elec-
tions both by proportional and majority representation systems. However, while the United
Labor Party, headed by the owner of “Kentron” Gurgen Arsenyan, had no advantages in the
coverage of this TV channel, the owner of “ALM” Tigran Karapetian used the air of his chan-
nel for the pre-election promotion of his own party. The coverage of Popular Party on “ALM”
was several times higher than the coverage of other parties/blocs. Moreover, the leader of the
party and the TV company was on air every day as a host of programs.

As to “Kentron” TV, it was noteworthy for greater balance, aspired to cover the pre-elec-
tion campaigns of all the parties/blocs, was actively endorsing proportional or majority candi-
dates to participate in the discussion programs. 
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A similar balance was displayed by “Tsayg” TV company, operating in Gyumri - with the
only difference that its newscasts and analytical programs mostly covered the parties/blocs
that were waging election campaign in Shirak region. Speaking of this TV company, one can-
not fail to note the extensive use of its advertising potential. Moreover, during the last days of
the election campaign the advertising activity of the candidates has increased so much that
the TV was even compelled to stop airing the newscasts. 

Notably, by the end of the campaign some TV channels (PTA, “Kentron”, “Shant”, etc.) also
modified their broadcasts schedules increasing the number of the discussion programs and
political advertising, and on May 23, the last day of election campaign, the air of all the TV com-
panies in question was filled only with pre-election and advertising programs up to 24.00.

The peculiarity of the coverage of NA elections in the broadcast media is that among the
connotationally colored mentionings of the parties/blocs the positive mentionings were pre-
dominant. That is, the authors of the stories, either simultaneously or by re-narrating, quoted
the representatives of the parties/blocs, refraining from editorial comments or maintaining the
neutrality of tone. 

All the parties/blocs, participating in elections by proportional representation system, used
the free advertising time allocated by PTA, most of them using the paid time as well. 

Unlike PTA, on the Public Radio of Armenia the parties/blocs only used the free airtime, and
none of them consumed the free 120-minute limit, provided by PRA, some parties did not even
use it - at all or almost. The paid airtime was only utilized by “Dashnaktsutiun” party once - on
May 23. This prompts a conclusion that the parties/blocs do not think radio to be an influential
medium and prefer to use the more expensive advertising time on the private TV channels. 

Only a few parties/blocs used the advertising space allocated by “Hayastani
Hanrapetutiun” and “Respublika Armenia” official newspapers, as well as placed paid adver-
tising in a number of private newspapers. There were also newspapers that have not been
addressed by parties/blocs registered by proportional system for advertising at all (“Orran”,
“Ayb-Feh”, “Hayots Ashkhar”, “Novoye Vremya”).

The monitoring group also notes that some candidates constantly appeared on the air as
hosts for newscasts or authorship programs. While this is not prohibited by the law and the
CEC Procedure for pre-election promotion in media, it is however inconsistent with profes-
sional ethics, since in this case the advantages of the journalistic profession are used for per-
sonal political purposes. 

And finally, another circumstance that is not directly related to the monitoring since only
the coverage of pre-election campaign of the parties/blocs registered by proportional system
was monitored: the majority candidates did not fully use the explicit advertising capacities of
the media. This prompts the conclusions: a) the amount of the pre-election fund as stipulated
by the law is insufficient for holding active advertising campaign; b) the candidates prefer to
use methods other than campaigning in media; c) those who use media mostly do it as implic-
it advertising.

RA ELECTORAL CODE
(Extracts)

CHAPTER 4. PRE-ELECTION CAMPAIGN

Article 18. Basic Principles for Pre-Election Campaign

1. The state ensures the free implementation of citizens’ pre-election campaign. The pre-
election campaign is exercised on equal basis. It is ensured by the state bodies, for the pur-
pose of organization of pre-election meetings, meetings of candidates with the electorate and
other events related to elections, by providing them halls and other premises, upon the
request of electoral commissions. They are provided to the candidates and parties, running in
elections, on equal basis, free of charge, in accordance with the timetable and procedures
established by the Central Electoral Commission. 

2. Citizens, parties, party alliances (hereinafter party) of the Republic of Armenia have the
right to campaign for or against any candidate or party, by means not prohibited by law. 

3. The candidates and parties are guaranteed equal conditions - airtime or space, tariffs,
etc. - for access to mass media. 

4. It is forbidden to conduct the pre-election campaign and to disseminate campaign doc-
uments of any kind to:

1) State and local self-administration bodies, as well as their staff while performing their
official duties;

2) Members and Judges of the Constitutional Court, officials (employees) of the Ministry
of Interior Affairs and National Security, the Prosecutor’s office, and the military;

3) Charitable and religious organizations;
4) Foreign citizens and organizations.
5. The election campaign commences on the day following the last day envisaged for the

registration of candidates and parties, and ends two days prior to the day of voting. Any elec-
tion campaign is prohibited on the day of voting and the day prior to it. Campaign documents,
which are not at the precinct center, stay during the day of voting in their places. 

6. Pre-election campaign can be held through mass media, through electoral public
events (such as pre-election rallies and meetings with electorate, public electoral discussions,
debates, rallies, marches), by printing publications, disseminating audiovisuals. 

7. During the pre-election campaign candidates and parties are banned from giving
(promising) - personally or through other means - money, food, bonds, and goods to citizens
free of charge or on privileged terms or rendering (promising) services.

8. The candidates and the parties are bound to observe the procedures for organization
of the pre-election campaign. Electoral Commissions oversee the observance of the estab-
lished procedure of the pre-election campaign. In the event of violation of the procedures the
commission, that has registered the candidate or the party, appeals to the relevant bodies in
order to prevent them, as well as to the Court - to declare the registration of that candidate or
party electoral list invalid. The Court, after receiving such appeals from electoral commissions,
has to pass a judgement within five days’ period, and in case they are received within five
days prior to the day of voting - immediately.

9. The arrested or detained candidates carry out their pre-election campaign through their
proxies. For that purpose, in the period of the pre-election campaign, the arrested and
detained candidates have the right of holding daily meetings, for up to two hours, with not
more than three proxies, at the institutions that have the right to hold the arrested or the
detained.
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Article 19. Non-Allowance of Abuse of the Right of Pre-Election Campaigning

During the pre-election campaign it is forbidden to call for the violent overthrow of the con-
stitutional order, racial, national, religious and other supremacy, publication and dissemination
of materials stimulating racial, national or religious hatred.

Article 20. Pre-Election Campaign Through Mass Media

1. Candidates for the President of the Republic and the parties registered by the propor-
tional system for the National Assembly have the right to paid and free of charge airtime
(including live broadcasting) on the public radio and television, on equal conditions.

2. The Central Electoral Commission establishes the procedure for the provision of free
airtime on the public radio and television for candidates for the President of the Republic and
for the parties that have presented party lists based on the proportional system for the
National Assembly.

3. Candidates and parties have the right to have airtime also on the radio and TV estab-
lished by local self-administration bodies on equal conditions.

4.The management of the state periodical press as well as of that established by local
self-administration bodies  when publishing promotional pieces shall ensure equal conditions
for the candidates and parties. 

5. Pre-election campaign through mass media is implemented in the form of public
debates, round tables, press conferences, interviews, political advertisements and other
forms not prohibited by the law. 

6. It is forbidden to interrupt the radio and television broadcasts of pre-election campaign
with advertisements of goods or services.

7. It is forbidden to establish campaign headquarters at precinct centers, and within seven
days prior to the day of voting - campaigning at the precinct centers. 

8. Television and radio broadcasts with pre-election campaign shall be video and audio
recorded. They are preserved for at least six months. 

9. The state and local self-governing bodies, for the purpose of meetings, rallies and
assemblies, organized for pre-election campaigning, allocate required territories to candi-
dates and parties free of charge, according to the procedure established by the Central
Electoral Commission. 

It is forbidden to allocate historical and cultural buildings and adjacent territories for such
purposes.

Article 22. Prohibition of Influencing the Expression of Citizens’ Free Will

1. Reporters of public radio and television, staff members of the editorial offices, that are
registered as candidates, are not to cover the elections on the public radio and television. 

2. During the pre-election campaign, the officials and members of the state and local self-
governing bodies, as well as the employees of the state-owned and public mass media are
banned from making use of their powers (authorities) for creation of uneven conditions
between the candidates, by influencing the expression of citizens’ free will through prejudiced
support. When nominated as candidates these people make use of the state-owned means
of mass media in the procedure established by this code. 

3. It is forbidden to publish the results of public polls on the ratings of candidates and par-
ties within the last seven days of the pre-election campaign.
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Article 23. Prohibition of the Pre-Election Campaigning on the Day of Voting
and the Day Prior to It

1. On the day of voting and the day prior to it, within the building where the precinct cen-
ter is located or in its vicinity, as well as right at its entrance, it is forbidden to influence the
voters orally or in written form, through music or visual means, to collect signatures, as well
as to campaign in other ways.

2. Until the end of the voting it is forbidden to publish voters’ survey results with the ques-
tion on who they have voted for.

3. It is forbidden to assemble in groups on the day of the election in the area surrounding
the precinct center, in the radius of up to 50 meters.

Article 81. Pre-Election Campaign of the Candidate Nominated for
the President of the Republic

1. The free of charge and paid pre-election campaign of the candidates for the President
of the Republic on public TV and radio is carried out in the procedure established by the
Central Electoral Commission. 

2. The Central Electoral Commission ensures equal opportunities for candidates for the
President of the Republic for the use of free of charge and paid live airing time on public TV
and public radio.

3. A candidate nominated to run for the President of the Republic has the right to use not
more than 60 minutes of free airing time on public TV, and not more than 120 minutes of free
airing time on public radio.

4. A candidate nominated to run for the President of the Republic, or upon his consent the
party or initiative group, that has nominated him, have the right to use the paid airing time on
public TV for not more than 120 minutes, and on public radio - for not more than 180 minutes,
at the expenses of the candidate’s pre-election fund.

5. Upon the consent of the candidate for the President of the Republic the party or initia-
tive group, that has nominated him, can also use the airing time. 

6. Removed (July 31, 2002). 
7. The Central Electoral Commission reimburses to the candidates, who have received

25 and more per cent of the votes cast in the elections, fifty per cent of the costs during the
pre-election campaign, from its means allocated for organization and conducting of elections.

RESOLUTION OF THE CENTRAL ELECTORAL COMMISSION 
OF THE REPUBLIC OF ARMENIA ON THE PROCEDURE FOR 

PRE-ELECTION  PROMOTION OF RA PRESIDENCY
CANDIDATES IN MEDIA

1. This Procedure has been established in accordance with the provisions of the Electoral
Code of the Republic of Armenia and regulates the relations, arising due to the implementa-
tion of pre-election campaign of the RA presidency candidates in media.

2. The pre-election campaign of the RA presidency candidates commences on January
21, 2003 at 00.00 and ends on February 17, 2003 at 24.00.

3. Citizens, parties, party alliances, initiative groups of the Republic of Armenia have the
right to conduct campaign in the manner not prohibited by law.

4. The following are forbidden to engage in pre-election campaign: 
1) State and local self-administration bodies, as well as their staff, while performing their

official duties;
2) Members of the Constitutional Court, judges, officials (employees) of the Police,

National Security Service, the Prosecutor’s structures and the military; 
3) Charitable and religious organizations;
4) Foreign citizens and organizations;
5) Journalists of public radio and  public television, members of the editorial staffs that are

registered as candidates.
5. During the pre-election campaign, the employees of media are banned from making

use of their powers (authorities) for creation of uneven conditions for the candidates, by influ-
encing the expression of citizens’ free will through prejudiced support.

6. Pre-election campaign through media is implemented on equal basis in the form of
public debates, round tables, press conferences, interviews, political advertising and other
forms not prohibited by the law.

7. The Central Electoral Commission ensures equal opportunities for candidates for the
President of the Republic for the use of free of charge and paid air time on the Public TV and
Public Radio.

Candidates for the President of the Republic have the right to paid and free of charge air-
time (including live broadcasting) on the Public television and Public radio in accordance with
this Procedure.

8. The pre-election campaign on Public television is implemented on paid and free of
charge basis on January 21 - February 17, 2003 from 19.00 to 20.30.

Free airtime on the Public Radio will be provided daily from 14.30 up to 16.00, and the
paid airtime - from 21.40 up to 23.30. 

9. A candidate for presidency has the right to use not more than 60 minutes of free airing
time on Public TV.

10. A candidate nominated to run for the President of the Republic, or upon his consent
the party or initiative group, that has nominated him, have the right to use the paid airing time
on public TV for not more than 120 minutes - on contractual basis, paid by the candidate’s
pre-election fund.

11. The succession of election campaign conducted by the candidates for the President
of the Republic through Public Television on paid and free basis is determined in accordance
with the schedule established by means of a sortition, which is approved by the Central
Electoral Commission.
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12. In case of technical necessity the airtime provided by the administration of Public
Television can be shifted ahead or backward for not more than 30 minutes.  

13. Candidates for the President of the Republic are entitled to use airtime of private TV
companies, functioning in the Republic of Armenia, on equal basis.   

14. During the election campaign period the TV companies make public announcements
regarding the airing time cost for paid political advertisement and other programs of promo-
tional nature.

15. The duration and the tariff of the airtime provided by each private TV company to the
candidates must be equal for all candidates. Candidates have the right to paid air time of pri-
vate TV companies on contractual basis.  

16. Candidates for the presidency, or their authorized representatives, submit applications
to the relevant TV and radio companies for the use of paid air time not later than 3 days prior
to the broadcast, attaching payment order for money transfer. The payment for the applica-
tions submitted one day prior to the broadcast is made by cash.

17. Candidates for the presidency have the right to free and paid airtime on Public Radio
Company on equal basis.

18. A candidate nominated to run for the presidency has the right to use not more than
120 minutes of free airing time on Public Radio.

19. A candidate nominated to run for the President of the Republic, or upon his consent -
the party or initiative group that has nominated him have the right to use the paid air time on
Public Radio for not more than 180 minutes, paid from the candidate’s pre-election fund.

Candidates for the President of the Republic make use of the paid air time on public radio
in accordance with the point 16 of this Procedure.  

20. The succession of pre-election campaign conducted by the candidates for the
President of the Republic through Public Radio Company on paid and free basis is deter-
mined in accordance with the timetable established by sortition, which is approved by the
Central Electoral Commission.

21. Upon the consent of the candidate for the President of the Republic this airtime can
be used also by the party, party alliance or initiative group, that has nominated him. 

22. Video records meant for broadcast must be submitted to the Public TV Company by
the candidates for the presidency before 16.00 of the broadcast day, and the audio records
must be submitted to the Public Radio Company 2 hours prior to the broadcast.

23. If  the candidates fail to use the air time provided by TV and radio companies, no addi-
tional time is allocated to them. 

24. The free and paid air time provided to the candidates cannot be used by other candi-
dates.

25. Beginning from the day of the start of the pre-election campaign the TV and radio
companies with a three-day periodicity provide information to the Central Electoral
Commission on the candidates’ use of the airing time (paid and free of charge) on the rele-
vant TV or radio company. 

26. During the broadcast of the pre-election campaign the constant presence of the words
“Political Advertising” or “Pre-election Campaign Program” on the screen is required, and in
case of radio programs this must be mentioned at least 3 times during each program.

27. It is forbidden to interrupt the radio and television broadcasts of pre-election campaign
with advertising of goods or services.

28. The administration of the periodical press established by the government or the local
self-governing bodies, when publishing campaign materials, must ensure equal conditions for
the Candidates for the President of the Republic, the parties, party alliances and initiative
groups that have nominated them.

29. During the pre-election campaign period each candidate is provided an area of 0.25
of quire for free publication of promotional materials in “Hayastani Hanrapetutiun” and
“Respublika Armenia” newspapers.
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30. A candidate nominated to run for presidency, or upon his consent - the party or initia-
tive group that has nominated him must submit the materials for free publication to the edito-
rial office of “Hayastani Hanrapetutiun” and “Respublika Armenia” dailies not later than 3 days
prior to the publication day.

31. A candidate nominated to run for the President of the Republic, or upon his consent -
the party or initiative group, that has nominated, him have the right to publish campaign mate-
rials in all newspapers paying from the candidate’s pre-election fund.

The head of the relevant periodical must provide each candidate equal space by equal
tariffs on equal basis. Paid area is provided on contractual basis.

On the front page of the newspapers the notice (announcement) of the article of the
Candidate for the President of the Republic is published.

32. During the pre-election campaign it is forbidden to call for the violent overthrow of the
constitutional order, racial, national, religious and other supremacy, publication and dissemi-
nation of materials stimulating racial, national or religious hatred as well as dissemination of
false, libelous information about the candidates. 

33. Television and radio broadcasts of pre-election campaign of the candidates for the
President of the Republic shall be video and audio recorded.

After the end of the elections TV and radio companies preserve the video and audio
records related to the pre-election campaign for at least six months.

34. During the period of pre-election campaign through media the electoral commissions
oversee observance and implementation of the terms of this Procedure. Appeals concerning
revealed violations are submitted to the consideration of the Central Electoral Commission.

35. In case of a violation of this Procedure for pre-election promotion, responsibility is stip-
ulated in accordance with RA legislation.

RESOLUTION OF THE CENTRAL ELECTORAL COMMISSION OF
THE REPUBLIC OF ARMENIA ON THE PROCEDURE FOR 
PRE-ELECTION PROMOTION IN MEDIA OF THE PARTIES 

(PARTY BLOCS) REGISTERED FOR THE RA
NATIONAL ASSEMBLY ELECTIONS BY THE SYSTEM 

OF PROPORTIONAL REPRESENTATION AND THE DEPUTY
CANDIDATES REGISTERED BY THE MAJORITARIAN SYSTEM

1. The following procedure has been established according to the Electoral Code of the
Republic of Armenia and regulates the relations concerning the implementation of pre-elec-
tion campaign in media of the parties (party blocs) registered for National Assembly elections
by the system of proportional representation and the deputy candidates registered by the
majoritarian system.

2. The pre-election campaign of the parties (or party blocs) registered by the system of
proportional representation and the candidates for deputies registered by the majoritarian sys-
tem begins on April 21, 2003 at 00.00 and ends on May 23, 2003 at 24.00. 

3. The citizens of the Republic of Armenia, parties, party blocs, initiative groups have a
right to implement campaigning through the ways not prohibited by law.

4. The right to conduct pre-election campaign is not granted to:
a) state and local self-governing bodies, as well as their staff during the fulfillment of their

office duties;
b) the members of the Constitutional Court, judges, the staff of the police, national secu-

rity service, the prosecutor’s office, the military;
c) charity and religious organizations;
d) foreign citizens and organizations.
5. The pre-election campaign in the media is implemented through public debates, round

tables, press conferences, interviews, through political advertising and other ways not prohib-
ited by law on equal terms. 

6. The parties (party blocs) registered by the system of proportional representation use
the free or paid airtime (as well as live broadcasting) on the Public Television and Public Radio
in accordance with the given procedure. 

7. The free or paid airtime on Public Television is provided starting from April 21 to May
23 daily in the time period from 18.00 to 20.30. 

The free airtime on Public Radio is provided daily starting from 14.05 to 16.00, whereas
the paid airtime will be provided starting from 21.40 to 24.00. 

The pre-election campaign materials are simultaneously aired on the satellite network of
the Public Television.

8. The parties (party blocs) registered by the system of proportional representation have
a right to use no more than 60 minutes of the free airtime of the Public Television. 

9. The parties (party blocs) registered by the system of proportional representation have
a right to use no more than 120 minutes of paid airtime on the Public Television paying from
their pre-election fund on contractual basis. 

10. The sequence of implementing pre-election campaigning on the Public Television
through free or paid airtime by the parties (party blocs) registered by the system of proportion-
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al representation is defined by means of the schedule formed as a result of sortition and rat-
ified by the Central Electoral Commission. 

11. The time period provided by the Public Television administration, depending on tech-
nical necessity, may be shifted for no more than 30 minutes ahead or back .

12. The parties (party blocs) registered by the system of proportional representation have
a right on equal basis to use the free and paid airtime of the Public Radio. 

13. The parties (party blocs) registered by the system of proportional representation have
a right to use no more than 120 minutes of the Public Radio free airtime.

14. The parties (party blocs) registered by the system of proportional representation have
a right to use no more than 180 minutes of the Public Radio paid airtime paying from their pre-
election fund on contractual basis. 

15. The sequence for conducting the pre-election campaign by the parties (party blocs)
registered by the system of proportional representation on the Public Radio free and paid air-
time is defined through the schedule formed by sortition and ratified by the Central Electoral
Commission. 

16. The parties (party blocs) registered by the system of proportional representation are
to submit the video records for their broadcasting to the Public Television on the day of broad-
cast till 15.00, and the audio records - to the Public Radio 2 hours prior to broadcast. 

17. The free and paid airtime provided to the parties (party blocs) registered by the sys-
tem of proportional representation cannot be used by other parties and party blocs. 

18. The parties (party blocs) registered by the system of proportional representation and
the deputy candidates registered by the majoritarian system have a right on equal basis (with
the same duration, tariff) on contractual basis to use the airtime provided by the private TV
companies functioning in the Republic of Armenia. 

19. During the election campaign period the TV and radio companies make public
announcements regarding the airing time cost for paid political advertisement and other pro-
grams of promotional nature.

20. In order to make use of the paid airtime of the TV and radio companies, the parties
(party blocs) registered by the system of proportional representation, the deputy candidates
registered by the majoritarian system submit their applications to the corresponding TV and
radio company not later than 3 days before the day of broadcast enclosing the payment order
for the money transfer. For the applications requesting airtime one day ahead of the sched-
ule, the payment is through cash. 

21. In case the parties (party blocs) and the deputy candidates registered by the system
of proportional representation and the deputy candidates registered by the majoritarian sys-
tem do not use the airtime provided by TV and radio companies, no additional airtime is pro-
vided as a replacement.

22. From the very day of the start of pre-election campaign, the Public and private
Television and Radio companies with a three days’ periodicity submit to the Central Electoral
Commission information on the use of airtime (free and paid) by the parties (party blocs) reg-
istered by the system of proportional representation, and private TV and radio companies
present to the corresponding electoral district commission, which has registered the majori-
tarian deputies, information on the use of the candidate of the free air time of the given TV
and radio company.

23. During the broadcast of the pre-election campaign programs on television, the note
“political advertisement” or “pre-election promotion program” is necessarily displayed all of the
time on the screen, and in case of radio programs, during each program this is mentioned no
less than three times. 

24. It is forbidden to interrupt the TV and radio programs on pre-election campaigning with
commercials.
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25. The administration of the periodical press, founded by the state and local self-govern-
ing bodies, when publishing campaign materials, is obliged to create equal conditions for the
parties (party blocs) registered by the system of proportional representation.       

The administration of the periodical press, founded by the state and local self-governing
bodies, when publishing campaign materials, is obliged to create equal conditions (volume,
tariff) for the deputy candidates registered by the majoritarian system. 

26. In the “Hayastani Hanrapetutiun” and “Respublika Armenia” daily newspapers during
the time period allotted for pre-election campaigning, each party (party bloc) registered by the
system of proportional representation is provided with 0.25 of the press space for the cam-
paign materials published free of charge.

27. The parties (party blocs) registered by the system of proportional representation sub-
mit the campaign materials, published free of charge in the daily newspapers “Hayastani
Hanrapetutiun” and “Respublika Armenia,” to the editorial office no later than 3 days before
the day of publishing. 

28. The parties (party blocs) registered by the system of proportional representation and
the deputy candidates registered by the majoritarian system have a right to publish campaign
materials in the private print media on the payable basis from their pre-election fund.       

The head of the corresponding periodical, besides the partisan press, is obliged to pro-
vide equal space on equal tariffs to parties (party blocs), to the deputy candidates registered
by the majoritarian system.

The paid space is provided on the contractual basis.     
29. During pre-election campaign it is forbidden to publish materials on the appeal for the

violation of the constitutional order, profession of racial, national, religious discrimination,
provocation of racial, national or religious intolerance, as well as dissemination of false and
libelous information about the deputy candidates. 

30. The TV and radio programs on the pre-election campaign of the parties (party blocs)
registered by the system of proportional representation and the deputy candidates registered
by the majoritarian system are video and audio recorded during the broadcast.      

The TV and radio companies after the elections preserve the video and audio records
related to the pre-election campaign for no less than six months.

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YEREVAN PRESS CLUB COMMENTS ON 

LEGISLATIVE REGULATION OF ELECTION 

CAMPAIGN COVERAGE AND RELATED ISSUES

One of the aims of the monitoring conducted by Yerevan Press Club was determination of the extent
to which the legislation in force and government structures contribute to media’s mission of ensuring
free, fair and transparent elections.  

These elections differed from the previous ones since for the first time they were conducted with-
in an enlarged legislative base: after parliamentary elections of 1999, some amendments were intro-
duced in the Electoral Code. Besides, the activity of broadcast media, having great influence on the
society, is regulated by the Law “On Television and Radio” adopted in 2000. 

Considering the materials, provided by newspapers and television, as well as our observations,
the work of the Central Electoral Commission (CEC) may be evaluated as open and transparent. At
its sessions, journalists were constantly present, and the spokesperson of the Commission and other
staff willingly answered all the questions, showing documents in case of necessity. Thus, we do not
have any grounds for discontent over CEC’s work with the media. 

However, it should be noted that monitoring of media activity in the course of election campaign
also disclosed a number of shortcomings in the sphere of legislation. 

1. Ambiguity starts from Article 11 of RA Law “On Television and Radio” - “Radio and TV
Programs during Referendums and Elections”.    

The first paragraph of the article in question stipulates, “Radio and TV programs in the period
prior to referendums and elections, as well as in the process of conducting them, are broadcast
in accordance with the legislation on elections and referendums” (here and below - emphasis by
YPC). No article of RA Electoral Code provides definition for the concept of “the period prior to refer-
endums and elections”. This provokes different interpretations and accusations against journalists:
which period is that - previous month, two months or a year?.. In essence, “the period prior to refer-
endums and elections” starts on the next day after any elections and lasts four or five years.  

To overcome this ambiguity, we propose either to give a definition of “the period prior to referen-
dums and elections” in RA Electoral Code or to introduce an amendment in Article 11 of RA Law “On
Television and Radio”. In particular, the period in question may be defined as “Period starting from
the day of announcing elections and referendums to the official start of election campaign”.   

2. Article 20 of the Electoral Code runs, “1. Candidates for the President of the Republic and the
parties registered by the proportional system for the National Assembly have the right to paid and
free of charge airtime (including live broadcasting) on the public radio and television, on equal con-
ditions. 2. The Central Electoral Commission establishes the procedure for the provision of free air-
time on the public radio and television for candidates for the President of the Republic and for the
parties that have presented party lists based on the proportional system for the National Assembly.”

Clause 7 of the RA CEC Resolution on the Procedure for Pre-Election Promotion in Media of
Presidency Candidates of January 15, 2003 states, “The Central Electoral Commission ensures
equal opportunities for candidates for the President of the Republic for the use of free of charge and
paid airtime on the Public TV and Public Radio”. A few subsequent clauses are also devoted to this. 

The problem lies not in qualifying the Procedure as bad or good. We want to focus attention on
another circumstance. At present, besides Public Television of Armenia (PTA), there is also “Shirak”
public television, the activity of which has evidently been influenced by neither Article 20 of the
Electoral Code nor the CEC Resolution mentioned above. Thus, candidates were deprived of the
opportunity to use free airtime of one public channel, and the channel in question, according to the
monitoring, has not received paid advertisement.   

3. Clause 3 of Article 20 in RA Electoral Code stipulates, “Candidates and parties have the right
to use, on equal conditions, airtime also on the radio and TV established by local self-adminis-
tration bodies”.

This clause is superfluous since it contradicts RA Law “On Television and Radio”, Article 16 of
the Law stipulates, “In the Republic of Armenia, there may be public and private TV and radio com-
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panies”. According to Article 17 of the Law in question, “The founders of private TV and radio com-
panies may be: a) state bodies or local self-government bodies (...)”  According to Article 28, “(...)
Public Television is established by the state (...)” These two quotations make it clear that “radio and
TV established by local self-administration bodies on equal conditions” simply cannot exist.  

4. Proceeding to the application of one legislative provision - Article 28 of RA Law “On Television
and Radio” - “Status and Principles of Public Television Activity”. It notes in particular, “(...) On Public
Television (...) c) predominance of political orientation in broadcasted programs and political
advertising beyond election campaign are prohibited”.  

Although our monitoring did not cover research on this issue, the wording itself raises questions:
how the predominance of one political orientation is determined? Secondly, in case the predomi-
nance of one political orientation is disclosed, what consequence may it have for the Public Television
in general and the period of election campaign in particular? We are not against this wording, more-
over, we support it, but  we are interested in its practical application (especially as predominance of
one point of view was evident on the air of Public Television both during previous years and in the
period of election campaign). Thus, we hold that the requirement should also be supported by prac-
tical mechanisms.  

5. Let the RA CEC Resolution on the Procedure for Pre-Election Promotion in Media of
Presidential Candidates of January 15, 2003 be recalled again and Clause 31 of the Procedure be
quoted in full: 

“A candidate nominated to run for the President of the Republic, or upon his consent - the party
or initiative group that has nominated him have the right to publish campaign materials in all news-
papers paying from the candidate’s pre-election fund.

The head of the relevant periodical must provide each candidate equal space by equal tariffs on
equal basis. Paid area is provided on contractual basis.

On the front page of the newspapers the notice (announcement) of the article of the Candidate
for the President of the Republic is published.”

This clause contradicts the commonly accepted principles of press freedom. Even considering
Clause 3 of Article 18 of the Electoral Code that stipulates, “The candidates and parties are guaran-
teed equal conditions - airtime or space, tariffs, etc. - for access to mass media”- still all of this may
fully apply only to state print media and all the broadcasters (a similar requirement is made to the lat-
ter in Article 11 of RA Law “On Television and Radio”). Private print media only have the requirement
for equal tariff. 

It is the last paragraph of the mentioned clause that is most unacceptable (”On the front page of
the newspapers the notice (announcement) of the article of the Candidate for the President of the
Republic is published”). It is already direct intervention into media activity which contradicts not only
Article 2 of RA Law “On Press and Other Media Outlets” (“RA press and other media outlets are free
and not liable to censorship”), but also the requirements of R (99) 15 Recommendation “On Media
Coverage of Election Campaigns”, adopted on September 9, 1999 by the Committee of Ministers of
the Council of Europe. Clause 1 of “Measures Concerning the Print Media” section of the appendix
to the Recommendation stipulates, “Regulatory frameworks on media coverage of elections should
not interfere with the editorial independence of newspapers or magazines (...)” 

6. It is Clause 5 of the CEC Procedure that is most ambiguous. It runs, “During the pre-election
campaign, the employees of media are banned from making use of their powers (authorities) for cre-
ation of uneven conditions for the candidates, by influencing the expression of citizens’ free will
through prejudiced support”. It is not accidental that this provision raised doubts of international
observers and they attempted to perceive its essence and understand whether Armenian journalists
really violate it.  

First and foremost, what are the powers and rights that media staff may apply “with the aim of
influencing the expression of citizens’ free will”? Journalists’ rights are stipulated by Article 27 of RA
Law “On Press and Other Media”. This article does not contain any differentiation of rights for elec-
tion campaigns or any other period. As regards journalists’ rights during elections, these are stipulat-
ed by Article 30 of the Electoral Code. According to this article, journalists (as well as entrusted per-
sons and observers) have a right to: “1. attend the sessions of the electoral commission, and during
voting - also the election center, 2. freely access the electoral documents, ballot samples, decisions
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of the electoral commission, session records, to get their copies and use excerpts”.  And the person
empowered with this authority anyway does not have any right to use them ‘through creation of
uneven conditions for the candidates and prejudiced support with the aim of influencing the expres-
sion of citizens’ free will”.  

Might the authors of the clause have intended to provide for objectivity in election campaign cov-
erage? But in this case a new contradiction emerges: a journalist, as any citizen, may have his views
and opinion, likes and dislikes expressed on the pages of his periodical. Moreover, it is also a con-
stitutional provision - Article 24 of RA Constitution directly stipulates, “Everyone is entitled to assert
his or her opinion. No one shall be forced to retract or change his or her opinion.” Consequently, the
requirement of the given clause of the Procedure, should it call for objectivity, cannot apply to the
journalist (i.e. an individual). And if CEC really intends to demand objectivity, it could have applied it
only to broadcast media. Since the Recommendation of the Committee of Ministers of the Council of
Europe mentioned by us directly states,  “Regulatory frameworks on media coverage of elections
should not interfere with the editorial independence of newspapers or magazines nor with their right
to express any political preference.”

The objectivity requirement to the broadcasters is quite applicable, since a broadcaster uses a
means of communication belonging to the state, and broadcasting is a licensed activity, i.e. the state,
providing the means for communication, may also dictate certain conditions. It is also allowed by the
Recommendation: Clauses 1 and 2 of the “Measures Concerning Print Media” section of the appen-
dix to the Recommendation are devoted to this, “During electoral campaigns, regulatory frameworks
should encourage and facilitate the pluralistic expression of opinions via the broadcast media. 

“With due respect for the editorial independence of broadcasters, regulatory frameworks should
also provide for the obligation to cover electoral campaigns in a fair, balanced and impartial manner
in the overall programme services of broadcasters. Such an obligation should apply to both public
service broadcasters as well as private broadcasters in their relevant transmission areas”.

Considering the fact that the objectivity requirement to the broadcasters is quite acceptable, we
nevertheless think that it should be ratified by law and not be left to CEC’s discretion. Nevertheless,
in this case, as well as in the case of Public Television, this requirement should be enforced by prac-
tical mechanisms. 

7. Finally, Clause 24 of the Procedure stipulated by CEC Resolution, “The free and paid airtime
provided to the candidates for President of the Republic cannot be used by other candidates”. Even
if this regulation is necessary (since in the opposite case any candidate, using another’s airtime,
could get advantage), we think that this issue should also be settled by the legislation and not be left
to CEC’s decision.  

We will note that private TV companies drew more serious conclusions from this requirement for
the Public Television, making a reservation in their airtime provision terms for election campaign that
a candidate cannot use his paid advertising time for promotion of another candidate. Certainly, it may
be considered to be an issue of contractual relations between the private company and the presiden-
tial candidate; however, it is unacceptable from the ethical aspect. Ultimately, any person has a right
decide on the use of the commodity purchased by him - in this case airtime.

During parliamentary elections, in comparison to RA presidential elections, the adoption on March 28
by RA CEC of the Resolution on the Procedure for Pre-Election Promotion in Media was certainly a
step forward. It had dispensed with all above-mentioned shortcomings. The Procedure was brought in
accordance with RA legislation and international standards wherever possible. Moreover, there were
a number of unacceptable provisions in the draft of the Procedure that were later annulled during the
registration in the Ministry of Justice. However, in this respect one should view as a shortcoming the
fact that the Procedure was registered in the Ministry of Justice only on April 21, when the official pro-
motion had already set off.

â èíîå äðóãîå. ×òî êàñàåòñÿ ïðàâ æóðíàëèñòîâ â ïåðèîä âûáîðîâ, òî îíè îïðåäåëåíû ñòà-

òüåé 30 Èçáèðàòåëüíîãî êîäåêñà. Ñîãëàñíî ïîñëåäíåé, æóðíàëèñòû (à òàêæå äîâåðåííûå

ëèöà è íàáëþäàòåëè) èìåþò ïðàâî: “1. ïðèñóòñòâîâàòü íà çàñåäàíèÿõ èçáèðàòåëüíîé êîìèñ-

òóöèîííîå ïðàâî. Ñòàòüÿ 24 Êîíñòèòóöèè ÐÀ óñòàíàâëèâàåò: “Êàæäûé èìååò ïðàâî íàñòàè-

âàòü íà ñâîåì ìíåíèè. Çàïðåùàåòñÿ ïðèíóæäåíèå ÷åëîâåêà ê îòêàçó îò ñâîåãî ìíåíèÿ èëè

åãî èçìåíåíèþ”. Ñëåäîâàòåëüíî, òðåáîâàíèå ýòîãî ïóíêòà Ïîðÿäêà, åñëè îíî ïîäðàçóìåâà-

åò îáåñïå÷åíèå áåñïðèñòðàñòíîñòè, íå ìîæåò îòíîñèòüñÿ ê æóðíàëèñòó (êàê ê èíäèâèäóó-

ìó). À åñëè ÖÈÊ íàìåðåâàëàñü è âïðÿìü òðåáîâàòü áåñïðèñòðàñòíîñòè, òî ìîãëà ýòî ñäå-

ãàçåò èëè æóðíàëîâ, ëèáî èõ ïðàâî íà âûðàæåíèå ëþáîãî ïîëèòè÷åñêîãî ïðåäïî÷òåíèÿ.”

Òðåáîâàíèå áåñïðèñòðàñòíîñòè ê âåùàòåëþ âïîëíå ïðèåìëåìî, òàê êàê îí èñïîëüçóåò
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ñðåäñòâî êîììóíèêàöèè, ïðèíàäëåæàùåå îáùåñòâó, âåùàíèå æå ÿâëÿåòñÿ ëèöåíçèðîâàííûì

äåéñòâèåì, òî åñòü ãîñóäàðñòâî, ïðåäîñòàâëÿÿ ñðåäñòâî êîììóíèêàöèè, ìîæåò òàêæå äèêòî-

âàòü îïðåäåëåííûå óñëîâèÿ. Ýòî òðåáîâàíèå äîïóñêàåòñÿ òàêæå è â Ïðèëîæåíèè ê Ðåêî-

ìåíäàöèè Êîìèòåòà ìèíèñòðîâ ÑÅ, êîòîðàÿ â ïóíêòàõ 1 è 2 ðàçäåëà “Ìåðû â îòíîøåíèè âå-

ùàòåëüíûõ ÑÌÈ” îòìå÷àåò: “Â ïåðèîä èçáèðàòåëüíûõ êàìïàíèé ðåãóëèðóþùèå ñòðóêòóðû

äîëæíû ïîîùðÿòü è ñîäåéñòâîâàòü ïëþðàëèçìó ìíåíèé â âåùàòåëüíûõ ÑÌÈ.

Óâàæàÿ ðåäàêöèîííóþ íåçàâèñèìîñòü âåùàòåëüíûõ ÑÌÈ, ðåãóëèðóþùèå ñòðóêòóðû

äîëæíû ñëåäèòü çà ñîáëþäåíèåì â âåùàòåëüíûõ ïðîãðàììàõ ïðèíöèïà îáúåêòèâíîñòè, ñáà-

ëàíñèðîâàííîñòè è áåñïðèñòðàñòíîñòè. Ýòî äîëæíî ðàñïðîñòðàíÿòüñÿ êàê íà îáùåñòâåí-

It is yet another important epoch for Armenia: 2003 is a year of presidential and parliamentary
elections.

The further development and democratization of the country, state and the society, as well
as the establishment of the civil society, is largely conditioned by fair and transparent elections.

The role of media is inestimable in ensuring this fairness and transparency.
Unfortunately, the positive tendencies observed in the media activities during the previ-

ous presidential and parliamentary elections did not get developed over the past years; the
polarization of media intensified.

Considering the alarming signs of the pre-election atmosphere that are already exis-
tent in the media, we call on the management of all the media and journalists of
Armenia:

- to be tolerant towards all the candidates and parties, not to allow offensive remarks
towards the candidates, not to deride their views and opinions;

- not to publish materials containing libel, blackmail and menaces; 
- to provide as equal terms as possible for all the candidates to express their viewpoints;
- to rely only on verified facts in their publications;
- if the editorial staff has received information of public interest but has been unable to

verify the data, to inform the readers, listeners or viewers about it when publishing them;
- to enable a candidate to respond, if a criticizing piece concerning him was published;
- to provide equal opportunities for all the candidates to use the paid print space or air-

time;
- to avoid implicit political advertising; to separate distinctly the pieces containing political

advertising from editorial and other stories.

We call on Public Television, Public Radio and state-owned media:
- to be guided only by the law during pre-election promotion;
- not to neglect important facts and events, to present the information about the electoral

campaign events of all the candidates in an unbiased manner;
- to avoid expressing likes and dislikes in editorial coverage.

We call on state and local self-administration bodies:
- not to restrict the freedom of speech by any action;
- not to impede the work of media and journalists;
- to provide equal conditions for the activities of all media.

We call on the candidates and parties:
- to realize that during the elections they are in the center of attention of media and pub-

lic; thus, any of their actions or words may become a target of criticism;
- to be tolerant towards the publications in the media.

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METHODOLOGY FOR CONDUCTING MONITORING OF
ARMENIAN MEDIA COVERAGE OF PRESIDENTIAL

ELECTIONS 2003 

1. The objectives of the monitoring: 
- Producing quantitative data on how free and impartial the Armenian media are in inform-

ing the voters about the elections and candidates; 
- Determining by statistical data the extent to which the media-related legislation and the

state structures contribute to the mission of the media (primarily, public and state-owned
ones) to ensure the free, fair and transparent elections; 

- Specifying the extent to which the Armenian media ensure the compliance of Armenia
with its international commitments (in particular, those to the Council of Europe) with regard
to election coverage.

2. The monitoring is centered on: 14 national newspapers - “Hayastani Hanrapetutiun”,
“Respublika Armenia”, “Azg”, “Ayb-Feh”, “Haikakan Zhamanak”, “Hayots Ashkhar”, “Aravot”,
“Orran”, “Iravunk”, “Golos Armenii”, “Novoye Vremya”, “Hayastani Communist”, “Ayzhm”,
“Yerkir”; three regional newspapers - “Kumayri” (Gyumri, Shirak region), “Loru Marz” (Lori
region), “Syunyats Ashkhar” (Kapan, Syunik region); four national TV companies - Public
Television of Armenia, “ALM”, “Armenia”, “Prometheus”; five regional TV companies - “Shirak”
(Gyumri), “Tsayg” (Gyumri), “Interkap” (Vanadzor, Lori region), “Kentron” (Yerevan), “Shant”
(Yerevan); one national radio company - Public Radio of Armenia.

3. Monitoring period: January 21 - February 17, 2003 (official pre-election campaign) and
February 18-19 (till 20.00 on the voting day) - the days, when pre-election campaign is pro-
hibited by the law.

4. The monitoring volume: the whole newspaper space and the airtime of the media men-
tioned. 

5. The monitoring object: mentionings of candidates (including positive, negative and
neutral ones) and the volume of the pieces, that is, newspaper space/airtime (in square
centimeters and seconds), allocated to the candidates to express their ideas, as well as for
the judgements narrations about them made by others (including the paid and free advertis-
ing/promotional materials and editorial coverage). 

6. Technologies and the timeframes for monitoring data processing: the monitors count
the mentionings of the candidates (including the positive, negative and neutral ones) as well
as the volume of  pieces devoted to the candidates (including the paid and free
advertising/promotional materials and the editorial coverage). The data of the monitoring are
summarized on weekly basis and for the whole period of official pre-election campaign. The
data for February 18 are summarized separately. The preliminary report on the findings is pre-
pared by 12.00 on February 22, 2003. The final report of the monitoring is developed in the
course of a month after the elections and is published as a brochure in the end. 

7. Monitoring methodology:

a) Mentionings count:
- Mentionings of the presidency candidates are fixed and counted every day. In each

piece one mentioning of each candidate is recorded. The term “piece” signifies a unit of
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newspaper text which is unified by subject, structure and layout (article, story, etc.). The same
principle applies to the unit of air (program, report in a newscast, etc.) The editorial comment
to this or that publication (program, report), that is marked by such words as “editor’s note”,
etc., are viewed as a separate story. The headline, the lead, the text of the presenter that intro-
duces the TV or the radio story are viewed to be a part of the total piece. The photograph of
a candidate or his presence in the photograph (the terms signifies also the sketches, draw-
ings, etc.), as well any appearance of the candidate on the TV shot are considered to be a
mentioning. If the photograph (appearance in the shot) is a part of the material where the can-
didate is already mentioned textually or verbally, they are not recorded as an additional men-
tioning. If the picture is not a part (illustration) of a newspaper publication, it is considered to
be a separate piece and is recorded as mentioning. The same holds for the appearance of
the candidate in a TV shot, where he is not verbally mentioned;

- Apart from recording the total number of mentioning, the positive, negative and neutral
mentionings are counted. The mentionings are perceived to be connotationally colored (pos-
itive, negative) if they make a definitely positive or negative impression of the candidate on
the reader. The cases lacking this definiteness are recorded as neutral. The doubts of the
monitor are also interpreted as neutral. 

b) Measurement of the piece volume: 
- Monitors every day measure the newspaper space/airtime, allocated to the candidates

for the expression of the views and opinions, as well as for narrations about them made by
other individuals. The area of the picture that illustrates the piece about the candidate is
viewed to be a part of the story and is added to the space taken by the story; 

- Apart from recording the total volume of stories, the volume of paid and free advertis-
ing/promotional materials and editorial coverage are calculated; 

1) If the material is fully devoted to a candidate, his total area/duration is recorded, but for
the cases specified in items 3, 4 and 5; 

2) If only a part of a piece is devoted to the candidate, only the part which refers to him
directly is measured and recorded; 

3) If the material, fully devoted to candidate X, presents judgments (other than those refer-
ring to candidate X) of other candidate(s) - conventionally named as Y - or the narrations of
other people about Y (without comparisons with X), this part of the piece is added to the vol-
ume for Y and is deducted from the area of the piece on X; 

4) If the piece, completely devoted to candidate X, features the judgements about him
made by candidate(s) Y or the judgments and narrations of other individuals of Y in compar-
ison with X, 50% of these piece volume are added to the volume of X and the other 50% are
added to the volume referring to Y; 

5) If on the photograph illustrating the newspaper piece on candidate X candidate(s) Y is
present, the part of the picture devoted to Y is added to the volume of Y and is deducted from
the pieces on X. 

c) Monitors’ working schedule:
- One day is allocated to monitor for each newspaper issue or the air day of TV and radio.

The next day at 12.00 the findings for the previous day are submitted by the monitor to the
monitoring coordinator at Yerevan Press Club. 

- The monitoring coordinator makes a weekly summary of monitoring findings for all the
media studied for the period including each Saturday. The summarized weekly data must be
ready by the end of every Monday.

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METHODOLOGY FOR CONDUCTING MONITORING 
OF ARMENIAN MEDIA COVERAGE 

OF PARLIAMENTARY ELECTIONS 2003 

1. The objectives of the monitoring:
- Producing quantitative data on how free and impartial the Armenian broadcast media are

in informing the voters about the parties/blocs participating in elections by proportional repre-
sentation system; 

- Determining statistically the extent to which the media-related legislation and the state
structures contribute to the mission of the media (primarily, public ones) to ensure the free,
fair and transparent elections; 

- Specifying the extent to which the Armenian broadcast media ensure the compliance of
Armenia with its international commitments (in particular, those to the Council of Europe) with
regard to election coverage;

- Evaluating the attractiveness of the print and broadcast media for parties/blocs in terms
of pre-election promotion (the use of newspaper space and air time for political advertising). 

2. The monitoring is centered on 4 national TV channels - Public Television of Armenia,
“Prometheus”, “Armenia”, “ALM”; 3 local TV channels - “Kentron” (Yerevan), “Shant”
(Yerevan), “Tsayg” (Gyumri); 1 national radio channel - Public Radio of Armenia; 10 newspa-
pers - official “Hayastani Hanrapetutiun” and “Respublika Armenia”, as well as the private
“Azg”, “Ayb-Feh”, “Haikakan Zhamanak”, “Hayots Ashkhar”, “Aravot”, “Orran”, “Golos Armenii”
and “Novoye Vremya”.

3. Monitoring period: April 21 - May 23, 2003 (official pre-election campaign).
4. Monitoring volume: newspaper space allocated to pre-election campaign of

parties/blocs (political advertising), the main newscasts and discussion programs, and the air
time allocated to the pre-election promotion of parties/blocs (political advertising) within the
period of 18.00-01.00.

5. The monitoring object: mentionings (including positive, negative and neutral
ones) of parties/blocs or their leaders; volume of materials, i.e., airtime (in seconds), allo-
cated to the parties/blocs to express their ideas, opinions as well as for the judgements, nar-
rations about them made by others in the main newscasts of broadcast media; the partici-
pant composition of the discussion programs of TV channel programs; volume, i.e., airtime
and newspaper space (in square centimeters and seconds), allocated to the pre-election
promotion (including the paid and free advertising) in broadcast and print media. 

6. Technologies and the timeframes for monitoring data processing: the monitors
count the mentionings of the parties/blocs or their leaders (including positive, negative and
neutral ones) as well as the volume of  pieces devoted to parties/blocs in the main newscasts
of broadcast media; record the names and the positions of the participants in the discussion
programs of TV channels; measure the volume of the pre-election promotion of the
parties/blocs (including the paid and free advertising) in broadcast and print media. The data
of the monitoring are summarized on weekly basis and for the whole period of official pre-elec-
tion campaign. The preliminary report on the findings is prepared by 12.00 on May 26, 2003.
The final report of the monitoring is developed in the course of a month after the elections and
is published as a brochure in the end. 

7. Monitoring methodology:
a) Mentionings count:
- Mentioning of parties/blocs are fixed and counted every day, to which the mentionings

of their leaders (the first three in the party list) are set equal. Only one mentioning of each
party/bloc is recorded for one single piece. The term “piece” signifies a unit of a newscast
unified by subject, structure and design (story). The editorial comment to a story that is
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marked by such words as “editor’s note”, etc., are viewed as a separate story. Meanwhile the
text of the host, introducing the TV or radio piece is considered to be a part of the story. Any
appearance of a leader of party/bloc in the TV shot is considered to be a mentioning. If the
appearance in the shot is a part of a story where the leader or his/her party/bloc is mentioned
verbally, it is not recorded as an additional mentioning. If the appearance of the leader is in
the TV shot of a report, where he/she or the party/blocs he/she represents are not mentioned
verbally, it is considered to be a separate mentioning; 

- Apart from recording the total number of mentionings, the positive, negative and neutral
mentionings are counted. The mentionings are perceived to be connotationally colored (pos-
itive, negative) if they make a definitely positive or negative impression of the party/bloc or its
leader on the audience. The cases lacking this definiteness are recorded as neutral. The
doubts of the monitor are also interpreted as neutral. 

b) Measurement of the piece volume:
- Monitors every day measure the airtime of the newscasts, allocated to the parties/blocs

or their leaders for the expression of the views and opinions, as well as for narrations about
them made by other individuals;

1) If the material is fully devoted to a party/bloc or its leaders, its total duration is record-
ed, but for the cases specified in items 3 and 4;

2) If only a part of a piece is devoted to the party/bloc or its leaders, only the part which
refers to them directly is measured and recorded; 

3) If the piece, fully devoted to party/bloc X or its leaders, presents judgments (other than
those referring to party/bloc X) of leaders or other identified representatives of other
parties/blocs - conventionally named as Y - or the narrations of other people about Y (without
comparisons with X), this part of the piece is added to the volume for Y and is deducted from
the volume of the piece on X; 

4) If the piece, completely devoted to party/bloc X or its leaders, features the judgements
about it made by the leaders or the identified representatives of party/block Y or the judgments
and narrations of other individuals of Y in comparison with X, 50% of these piece volume are
added to the volume of X and the other 50% are added to the volume referring to Y. 

c) Recording of the participants in the discussion programs:
- Every day monitors record the participants of the discussion programs (talk shows) on

the channels studied, specifying the TV channel, the title of the program, the name of the host
and the name(s)/position(s) of the invited speakers. 

d) Measurement of pre-election promotion (political advertising) volume in the
broadcast and print media: 

- Every day monitors with a ruler or a watch measure the volume of pieces marked in
newspapers as advertising and as “political advertising” or “pre-election promotion program”
on TV and radio channels. The volume of paid and free advertising is measured separately. 

e) Monitors’ working schedule:
- One day is allocated to monitor for each newspaper issue or the air day of TV and radio.

The next day at 12.00 the findings for the previous day are submitted by the monitor to the
monitoring coordinator at Yerevan Press Club. 

- The monitoring coordinator makes a weekly summary of monitoring findings for all the
media studied for the period including each Saturday. The summarized weekly data must be
ready by the end of every Monday.
